Where do we get our water from in Kuwait?

Two thirds of the Earth is covered in water but we can only drink a little of it. Most
of the water is sea water — but people can't drink it. Rich countries like Kuwait
take the salt out of sea water to make drinking water. It is difficult to do this. They
have to build desalination plants, which are very expensive. They keep the water
in towers around the country. Kuwait Towers are famous over the world and they

hold water, too.
Many people in the world do not have safe drinking water. Every year, many people
die because they drink dirty water. We need water in our homes, in factories and

for farming. It is important to use water carefully and we should never waste it.
