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Introduction

Of the four main sources of Islamic Siah, Hadith occupies a place second only
to the Quran. It is, therefore, not surprising to note that Hhadith debate is not new.
Towards the end of the twentieth century the stfdffacdith made considerable progress
and received increased attention in both Muslim Afe$tern worlds. This is due to the
discovery of new sources and to developments irfitheé of methodology. Prophetic
Traditions and their transmitters have been suligescholarly investigation throughout
Islamic history. This also holds true for the raé& women inHadith transmission.
Women's participation ibladith transmission is, in fact, one of the few ardasanly and
Medieval Muslim women's history for which we havensiderable source materfal.
Information on female participation iRadth transmission can be found mainly in
biographical dictionaries, chronicles, legal congianHadith collections, as well as
certificates of reading sessiorsai ‘at) and diplomasijazat).

Studying at the hands of a certain teacher is drtheokey features of Islamic
education. The educational sessiof&léqah), which the scholars ofladth used to
hold, started very early in Muslim history and witie emergence of Islamic Traditions
(Hadith), several genres of Islamic literature developledorder to accept a certain
Hadith, theisnad (chain of transmission) had to be authentic ardctntent hatr) had
to be in conformity with the Quan and other authentidadiths. In the early stages, both
isnazd and the text were written down but disseminatedlyrBut with the expansion of
Islam and the enormous diversification of the défe disciplines of learning, it was
impossible to maintain oral transmission as thg eehicle for passing on knowledge.

At a later stage, historical and Tradition textgeveritten in all sorts of personal
notebooks of transmitters, and later, in more degahcollections that were intended for
a larger audience. Though, in the end, books becaoepted as the ordinary medium,
the individual and personal approach neverthelesmined intact. Biographical literature
emerged as one of the consequences of this indiviahd personal approathlim ar-
Rijal (the science of men) developed into a critical hodt for the assessment of
scholarly authority. Many biographical works werncerned with describing networks
of scholarship and chains of transmissioBther individual and personal genres
developed, like thé&ahrasah themashyakhahthema'ajim, and so on. This highlights the
significance of studying with teachers and its rolepreserving theladths of the
Prophet.

Previous Contributions on Women's Participation inHadith Transmission

Previous contributions concluded that women plagedery active role in the
transmission of the Prophetic traditioridagith) throughout much of Islamic history.
Recent studies show that women of the Companionsrggon participated actively in
this domain of religious knowledge. However, thésea decline of women in the
historical record from the mid-second to the midrth centuries. In the second half of
the fourth century, women re-emerged in the souroasHadth learning and
transmission. From this period until well into thdamluk era, women acquired
exemplary reputations &adith transmitters.

This revival is closely correlated with the impaéttraditionalist Sunnlslam, as
it was successful in mobilizing women in Suruircles after the fourth century and
engaging them in one of the most public activiiieshe sphere of religious learning:
Hadith transmissiof.

Very few studies have been written on the contidsubf women's participation
in Hadth transmission. Ignaz Goldziher composed an appeoil it in his Muslim
Studie In this appendix, Goldziher recognized the rolayptl by women in
transmitting great collections éfadith such thesakii of Al-Bukhari. He also mentioned
some names of women who mastdiaith in Andalusia in the sixth century. At the end
of the appendix, Goldziher refers to Egypt whearried women gavigazahsto people
listening to their lectures up to the Ottoman carstll

Muhammad Z. Siddigi in hig/adith Literaturé® included a sub-section entitled
"The Part Played by Women in the Transmission aualiiv@tion of Hadith andHacith
Literature" as part of a chapter entitled "Somethed Special Features of thgadth
Literature." Siddiqgi has surveyed the participatafnvomen inHadith scholarship over
the centuries, listing dozens of women who authtviely interpreted the prophetic
Sunnah for generations of men and worten.

Recently, some detailed studies have seen the tiglthe day and drew the
attention of researchers to add more to the colcisghey have reached. These include:

- Ruth Roded's chapter on feméladith transmitters in her analysis of women in
Muslim biographical collection¥. Roded devoted a chapter of her work to the
transmission of knowledge by learned women and lachoShe tried to emphasize the
point that oral transmission of information was Kegstone of early Islamic culture and
continued to be the preferred method of transmisgeen when written works were
compiled. Along with this, she surveyed differedtadith collections to show the
percentage of female transmitters as a primarycsoof Haciths. She mentioned in
passing the different categories of women inclusheéslamic biographical collections.

Among the 37 biographical dictionaries that Rodadveyed, she referred to the two
centenary biographical dictionaries composed indigiath and ninth Islamic centuries:
Ibn Hajar'sAd-Durar and as-Sakiwi's Ad-Daw’. Roded mentioned in numbers the type
of women included by both Ibdajar and his student As-Saiia without giving detailed
accounts of what was going on during the Mamlukigoer Roded's fourth chapter
examines the phenomenon of Mamluk biographical iateties. Various authors,
including IbnHajar and as-Sakiwi, cite many women as their teachers or their stisden
This indicates that there was a massive preseneemkn in the educational system. It is
evident from Roded's materials, although she Hecseld not spell this out, that women
were confined to the oral side of the culture. Rbdees on to quote the work of Lutfi
and Berkey to show that no women had an endowethiteg position in the Mamluk
madrasa. The book is a useful contribution to $@aid gender history. However, as Paul
Auchterlonie puts it, the social and the gendetohisn will not be content with the book,
as the social historian would require more corrabee sources and detailed
argumentation to support many of the conclusiome dender historian would prefer a
firmer theoretical underpinnintg.

- Jonathan Berkey's article on Mamluk women's ialig education with a focus
on their Hadith transmission activity. Berkey provides us with excellent study of
medieval Islamic education in Cairo during the Maknperiod. Berkey argues that the
transmission of knowledge in medieval Islamic sbegedepended on the informal world
of personal instructional relationships of teacharsl students, not on the formal
institutional structures of higher learnitiy.This system allowed a few women to
participate in higher educatidnBerkey devoted a chapter to the education of woimen
the Mamluk period in Cairo. He discussed the ptafogomen in educational institutions.
He refers in passing to tmeadrasasandribars endowed by women. He also tackles the
issue of women and the transmissionHsdth in a few pages, giving examples of
women who excelled in this field. He concludes tihat extent of women's contribution
to the transmission dfladith is difficult to measure, obscured as it is by thdifference
and embarrassment of the sources written exclysbyemen, and by the venue in which
much of their teaching would have taken pl&c@ne has to agree with Abou-Bakr, who
criticized Berkey for focusing on the role of womems mere ‘transmitters’,
underestimating them as active educators and gshiolaheir own right” Historians of
gender will raise more questions than Berkey, ashikl Chamberlain noticed, and the
sources we have used allow us to address questimisas the following as well: how
did women make use of acquired knowledge in theirggle in their households?

of this work lies in the context of women's eduzatiRather than here, the interest of
Berkey's social history lies elsewhére.

- Huda Lutfi's articleas-Sakhwi's Kitzb an-Nisi’.?° Lutfi studied the twelfth
volume of as-Sakiwi's ad-Daw’ al-Lami‘ li ahl al-Qarn at-Tasi‘. As-Saklawi called
this volumeKitab an-Nigi’, as he devoted it to the biographies of some M@Mhen
during the Mamluk period. Lutfi pointed out as-Sakiis methodology and aim as an
exercise in personality criticism in order to plazeh person in his or her proper réhk.
As-Saklawi was not interested in average Muslim women, bwtomen as traditionists
(muhaddithat). These women came from the same social backgrasnds-Salkdwi
himself, i.e. from the middle and upper social séss which included religious scholars,
administrators, and merchants, among otffelsutfi showed in her article how as-
Sakrawi composed the content of each entrKitizb an-Nisgi'. Later, she focused on the
position of women in the family as reflectedKiitab an-Nigi’. She refers to how girls
were treated in their families at the time of agiaai. Women were subject to close
control by the responsible male members of themfolutfi touched upon some issues
related to the position of women, marriage, the @i women as mothers, the issue of
divorce, and so on. The main theme of her artglthat of women's economic position.
She concludes that a careful perusalKafab an-Nig’ suggests that women who
belonged to the higher classes of an urban Musticresy did not work to earn their own
living. However, some women worked as singers, regiteers, midwives, and coiffeurs.
One woman worked as a merchant. As-Sakhdoes not make any negative remark
about these working women. Lutfi argues that inftakel of education and scholarship,
women's contributions and participations were batgimal, compared to those of nén.
By this argument, Lutfi shows that she did not gttlte book deeply, as the number of
women covered in this book is everything but snvaltlile it proves that there was a huge
movement of women's participation in transmittingd ateaching the words of the
Prophet.

- Elizabeth Sartain'Salal Ad-Din as-Suysi,: Biography and Backgrour@ In
volume | of her study on J4lAd-Din as-Suyti, Elizabeth Sartain devoted Section three
of Part | to the academic life in as-Sits time. She discussed, among others, women as
transmitters ofHadith. She attributed the greater recognition that ewmchieved in
Hadith literature to the fact that the wives of thegtret had played a very important part
in transmitting reports of the Prophet's words dedds. She also sees another reason for
excelling inHadth transmission. She states that to achieve digim any other branch

Debate?’ Leila Ahmed devoted very few pages of her booth®issue of recounting the
Traditions of the Prophet by women. She acknowledbat although the early reports
were written down by men, a significant proportminthe accounts of the Prophet were
recounted on the authority of women, and thus adtl¢he first generation of Muslims
had no difficulty in accepting women as authorif®kater in the book, she shows how
the Traditions narrated by women, especially thepRet's wives, contributed to
scholarly disputé? Leila Ahmed wonders how many of the world’s livimgligions
incorporate women's accounts into their centraistex allow a woman's testimony as to
the correct reading of a single word of a sacret t influence decision®. In Chapter
Six of the book, she mentions some names of theemowho contributed tdladith
literature in medieval Islari.

- Omaima Abou Bakr’s article on femalgadith transmission as represented in
two Mamluk biographical dictionari€d.Abou Bakr’s article deals with the biographical
information provided in the two source referenc#sn (Hajar's Ad-Durar and as-
Sakhawi's Ad-Daw’ al-Lami‘) as an important historical indication of the tqigcture of
their conditions. She starts with the vocation k¢ muzaddithat, then moves to the
evolution of Muslim education and methods of instian, and finally concludes with the
characteristics of thenukaddithat. After exploring the involvement of women in the
social, cultural, intellectual, and educational @ms of their societies, Abou Bakr tries
to consolidate the view that medieval and pre-modecieties were dynamic societies in
the very sense of the wotd.Abou Bakr did not touch upon all the different isbc
dimensions that contributed to the flourishing @maen asmuzaddithat in the fourteenth
and fifteenth centuries.

Reviewimg dissertation, | discovered that
she did not cover the Mamluk period completely, hehe stopped her research at the
eighth century. She mentioned only one case stodgerning the Mamluk era in the
fourth chapter of her work. Sayeed’s dissertation focuses on the earlier desflas she
believes there are no studies which undertake atyss of those centuries, and her
dissertation aims to fill that lacurfaln a separate article published Studia Islamica
she covered two other case studies from Mamluk Baosd’ Sayeed's work highlights
the most important five factors for the revival wbmen'sHadith transmission, which
will be further discussed within the course of pinesent study.

Scope of Our Study

This study focuses on the life of one individiddth female transmitter, Ash-

the general role of women as participants in tratisg the words of the Prophet. The
first factor that aroused my interest in théufjam was the absence of a careful
decipherment of the (unique) surviving manuscriptprevious printed editions of the
Mu jam. The second factor was the difficulty faced byvas editors of thélu jam in
identifying who Ash-Shaykhah Maryam was. By studyish-Shaykhah Maryam's life
and work, it is hoped that women will be recognjzasl Sayeed suggested, as examples
of a normal and important phenomenon in Islami¢oinys not as anomalies, and their
role in both the scholarly environment and the desacontext of Mamluk society will be
more widely accepted.

Chapter One

The Manuscript, Its Printed Editions, and Its Copyist

1.1.The Manuscript

The present edition of thdu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryais based on the unique
manuscript available atab al-Kutub al-Mgriyyah (Reference number: 14Ziadith).
Two microfilms of the manuscript are available a$doar al-Kutub al-Mkriyyah; one of
them, which has the same number as the originalistaipt, is clear and the other, which
is given the number 1885, is not. A third microfili;m available at the Manuscript
Institute of the Arab League (Reference number: M8Btaleh al-Hadth). A fourth
microfilm is available at Mdad al-Bhath at Umm al-Qut University (Reference
number: 2186larikh wa Tagijim). Also the Library of the Islamic University at Miaa
has a microfilm of the manuscript (Reference numBé&8047). The Library of King
Sdaad University in Riyadh has a sixth microfilm of theanuscript (Rference number:
4/388). Finally, King Faysal's Center for Islamiedearch and Studies in Riyadh has a
seventh microfilm (Reference number: 2158-1-F).

After consulting the original copy of the manustripe following remarks can be
made. TheMufjam Ash-Shaykhah Maryamreserved in Br al-Kutub al-Mkriyyah
consists of 78 folios each of a different numbetimés (ranging from 3 to 28 lines). It
measures 18x13 cm. There are many blanks, whiafgestughat our MS may have been
copied from the author’s draft version.

1.2. Printed Editions

While surfing the Internet, | found out that pasfgshe Mu jam are included in the
database of the Islamweb site. | traced the aveiladata and | found some
bibliographical information about the edition ofetiMufjam on the website of
neelwafurat.com. TheMujam has been edited by Mammad ‘Uthman and was
published in Cairo by Maktabat ath-Théah ad-Oniyyah in February 2010. The book
contains 226 pages. The actual edition of the ¢exers the pages 41-216. The number
of entries is 283 while in the MS the number ofriestis 324. In April 2010, the forum of
the website shamela.ws posted lejam in Shamela format. The bibliographical data
indicate that theMujam had been edited by the Manuscripts Department fag U
Software Company and published as a book by the sampany in 2004. The data also
indicate that théViu jam consists of only eleveajzz’ which is not the case, as we have
seen earlier.

By comparing the two published texts, the followingmarks are in place:
‘Uthman did not mention the edition made by Ufuq, thobghh editions are identical.
Whenever Ufug's editors could not read a word amétted it, ‘Uthman also could not
read it and omitted it, as well. Even where therailacuna in the text of the Ufuq's
editors, indicated by dots, which does not corradpto a similar lacuna in the
manuscript, we will find the same lacuna Bthman's edition.

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In one passage we can notice the number of mstakele by both editors of the
Mu jam. All the above-mentioned examples suggest the feeealmore accurate edition
of theMu jam.

‘Uthman's edition is a pure business edition. Surprigiregiough, he could not
identify Ash-Shaykhah Maryam. He confuses Ash-Shapk Maryam al-Adhrayyah
with another Maryathwho died in 758, i.e. 15 years before the birtHhof Hajar! In
addition, the editor claims that the MS was writtgnlbn Hajar and is very difficult to
read? Yes, it is true that the text is extremely difficto read, but it was not written by
Ibn Hajar, it was drafted by IbHajar and copied by his grandsomsyf ibn Slahin, as
we saw earlier. The edition is full of mistakes dhere are many missing textslthman
says that thdlu jam consists of 12jza’ while in fact it consists of 13 gatherings.

By now it becomes clear that there is a dire needah authentic edition of the
the manuscript as the original author wrote it.

After surveying most of the manuscript cataloguesilable at Leiden University
Library and other online sources, | became sure tthere is indeed only copy of the
manuscript which is available only a@Dal-Kutub al-Mgriyyah. Therefore, the task of
editing the text is very painstaking work.

In the Arabic text, | have inserted the punctuationreasons of clarity. | also
numbered the biographies in order to facilitaterefices. | traced all th¢adiths quoted
in the Mufjam from famousHadith collections, and located the biographies sh-A
Shaykhah Maryam'’s teachers in famous biographickéaions. If dates of death of the
teachers are not provided in thMujam, they are completed from other sources in the
notes. In the Arabic edition, | made three appesxjiche first for Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam's teachers, the second for Heiths extracted in th#u jam, and the third for
Hadith collections mentioned in thdu jam.

1.3. Biography of the Copyist®

A clear copy of theMu jam was made by suf ibn Skahin. His full name was
Yasuf ibn Ahmad ibn Al Bakr ibn Slahin al-Kark al-Masr1 al-Hanbai.

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Chapter Two

Authorship, Composition, and Contents

2.1. Authorship

The biographical dictionaries do not disclose aetails about the circumstances
in which theMu jam was written. All the works that deal with the biaghy of IbnHajar
and his works mention thBlufjam as one of his works. Other sources attribute the
compilation of theMu jam to IbnHajar. For example, al-Katti in hisFihris al-Faharis
mentions théVlu jam and attributes its compilation to Itifajar® The text also appears in
a list of IbnHajar's works in several biographies, which leadthé&conclusion that it is
indeed his compilation. Also, Brockelmann clasdesMu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryam
among IbnHajar's writings> While covering works omMu jams and Mashyakhahsas-
Saktawi, Ibn Hajar's student, in higl-I 1an has a list of such works, among which he
mentions IbnHajar as having compiled his owvu jam and those of at-TaRkhi, al-
Qibabi, Maryam al-Adhrdyyah, and other3.In addition, as-Suyi in his Nazm Al-
‘lgyan mentions theMu jam among the books written by Iifajar’ Some sources refer
to this Mujam as al-Mujam lil-Hurrah Maryam® In most of the biographical
dictionaries which deal with the life of Ash-ShagkhMaryam there is a reference to a
Mu jam compiled by IbnHajar for her in one volume. Indirect internal evide can be
found in the dates which are recorded in the fElxe latest of these falls within the first
ten years of the ninth Muslim century, which cottes with the period when Iddajar
was in his thirties, and so allows for Ilbfajar's authorship. Some sources confuse the
Mujam of Shaykhah Maryamith the so-calledlusnad Amat Allh Maryam® As the
manuscript appears in a list of IGfajar's works in several biographies, it is safe to
conclude that it is indeed his compilation.

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2.2. Composition

The termTakhij found on the title page ®flu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryahas to
be understood in the sense that Ash-Shaykhah Mamade available to IbHajar the
sani ‘at (the protocols of reading sessions which were @ddea text), and thgazahs
(the certificates which she possessed and cherishddwhich conferred upon her the
right to transmit a text and teach it). IHajar, in his turn, collected these materials, read
them and studied them well. From the raw mateti@ssorted out the names of Ash-

With regard to the details of each biography, @ms that these were provided by
Ibn Hajar himself and he reproduced them in the firss@e, i.e. as if Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam had written the text. In Idfajar's introduction to hiad-Durar, he enumerated
his sources and mentioned thkl jams of his teachers among them. As Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam was one of his teachers, this explains #w that introduced many entries
mentioned in heMu jam, though there is no direct reference to it. Peshap are even
allowed to suppose that IbHajar compiled the varioudlujams of his teachers,
including theMu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryanm order to use them afterwards as a source
for hisDurar. This may also be the reason why he, as far devaw, never cared for the
preparation of a fair copymubayydah). It was only IbnHajar's grandson d6uf ibn
Shehin, who made a fair copy of the draft of kel jam which may have been the only
manuscript of the text that ever existed. As thlmwoon indicates, he did this in the
month of Rab al-Awwal in 872/1467, sixty-seven years after Afmykhah Maryam's
death and twenty years after IHajar's death.

At the end of the manuscript, there is a colophat tontains, as said earlier, the
copyist'slaqab, the date on which he completed the copying, d agea copy of the
original colophon of the author, Iddajar, stating when he had started and finished the
compilation of theMu jam. Ibn Hajar started the compilation in the month of Rd#nan
803/1400 and finished the work in the same montihefsame year, i.e. two years before
Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's death. As-Sakhconfirmed this date of compilation in ha&
Jawzhir,® which means that he must have been acquaintedthétMu jam, which is
another clear confirmation of Idajar’'s authorship.

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2.3. Ibn Hajar's Sources

It is unlikely that IbnHajar could have gathered data on almost 319 pessualy
from his teacher's knowledge, without consultinghest persons or sources with
information on the people included in thiel jam or from other biographical sources. lbn
Hajar did indeed use certain sources. Of these,d@®mentioned by name:

1. Muhammad ibn Amad ibn‘Uthman ah-Dhalabi (d. 748/1347), a well-known
teacher of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam, is cited many tiraeshaving mentioned some
persons in his owmMu jam’.

Hajar cites Ibn as-Saani (probably hisKitab al-Angib) once to give the exact spelling
of al-Qimmani, anisbahof Muhammad ibrHasan ibn Ibithim ibn alHlasan al-Arart al-
Qimman.*° This variety of sources explains to a great exteatvariety of IbnHajar's
subject matter and his ability to record detailefbimation on more than three hundred
persons.

2.4. Structure and Contents

The Mu jam includes a total of three hundred and twenty-foiographies with a
few repetitions; to be exact, three hundred andeteen without repetitiorfs.

After the first four biographies, the biographies arranged alphabetically. The
letter alif covers the first 23 folios beginning with the na&kiemad and ending with the
name Ayyib.

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his students who, in turn, transmitted it. Follogvithis list of masters and students, he
extracts dladth or two from the collections that Ash-Shaykhahrj4an heard or read in
the presence of her teacher, so that the chasn@d might not be broken, i.e. thenad
goes all the way back to the Prophet. The extaehot limited tdladths, as there is a
reference in some entries to some verses of pastwyell?’ Following the extract, Ibn
Hajar assesses thi#adth and locates it in thHadith collections. In addition, Ibklajar
comments on some of them. To distinguish this @t information, he began with the
word qultu "I said”, indicating that the statement that falfoto the end of the entry is his
own. In many cases, thdu jam gives theisnad through which Ash-Shaykhah Maryam
transmitted a certaifiadith, while theHadith itself is missind® This may be seen as
omissions of the author or of the copyist.

The biographical notices in tHdu jam follow a more or less standard pattern.
The following elements are the main focus of eadygraphy: (a) the name of the
mukadditimuzaddithah his/hernisbah and his/heikunyah (b) a list of the teachers
from whom the biographee heard or régatiths, and a list of the books he/she studied
or heard from them; (c) whether he transmittatith to others or not, as well as the
books he wrote; the biographee's social statuspal#ions he/she held, etcetera; (d) the
birth date and death date of the biographee. Mbsh® data are available in each
biography, but one or more may be missing. The alwata are usually presented in the
same order. Some data may precede others. Whasemied is the general methodology
adopted in thévu jam. In many entries, Ibilajar records the full name based on earlier
sources or on what people commonly knew about ibgrépheé?® This shows lbn
Hajar's thoroughness because of his access totheespor that he had a huge library. In
what follows | will give some further details orighmethodology.

The Mufjam gives the name of the biographee, and sometimess gihe
biographee a title that shows his scholarly positiike ash-Shayktor al-lmam before®
or afteP* his name. Sometimes, the title is given in therclud transmitting theHadith
that Ash-Shaykhah Maryam heard from the teachecaroed? Sometimes théu jam
gives more than one title, such alslmam al-‘Allgmah® al- ‘Alam al-Kabr**, or al-

In two cases, théu jam
gives further details concerning thesbah In the biography of llahim ibn Ahmad ibn
‘Abd al-Muhsin al-Gharifi, Ibn Hajar says'wal-Gharrafi nisbatan i al-Gharraf min
a‘mal Wasiz."® In the biography of ¥suf ibn Mthammad al-M&lan, Ibn Hajar says

‘Allaf.°" Ibn Hajar may also give the profession in a phrase, Weekina tjiran,*®

Until this point, we were covering the first pafttbe biography. The second part
is concerned with the educational background ofkiographee. IbrHajar pays much
attention to this part, and considers it the cdréhe biography. He usually starts with
listing the teachers from whom the biographee h8adiths. IbnHajar lists the names of
these teachers in different ways. Sometimes, a namgwen along with th&unyah the
lagab and thenisbah such as al-@li Diya’ ad-Din Danyil,*** ‘Umar ibn Mthammad &
Tamani,'® Zak ibn alHasan al-Baylaini,'® al-Majd Mthammad ibn Ismil ibn
‘Asakir,’®” ‘Umar ibn Masar ibn Muhammad ibn Isaq al-Arsifi,'®® Aba al-Maali
Ahmad ibn I&aq al-Abradihi,**® and so on. However, in many cases, Hejar only
gives thelagab and thenisbahof the teacher such as ‘&z alHarmni,*'° An-Najib al-
Harmani,**! ar-Rashd al-Attar,**? and al-Migdid al-Qays'*® In some cases, he gives the
name only such ashnad ibn‘Abd ad-0x’im,*** Ibrahim ibn Khatl,*** and Mthammad
ibn ‘Abd al-Hadi.**® In a few cases, only theisbahis provided such as al-Bijird1,**’
al-Murg,*® al-Yaldani,**® and al-Karmani.**® Frequently mentioned teachers may be
referred to either without thelagab, or without theirkunyah or even without their first

BPa@amele, Muwaffag ad-Di
Muhammad ibn‘Umar ibn ‘Abd Allah heardHadths from his two uncles &uf and
Muhammad. IbnHajar expresses this in the following manngamia min ‘ammay
walidih (he heard from his father's two uncles). Becahsdist of teachers from whom

We read in his biograplwa
samia bil-Qahirah wa Dimashq wa &blis, wa Makkah wal-Iskandariyyah wa Bayt al-
Magqdis'*’ After mentioning the place, thdu jam gives the names of the teachers from
whom the biographee healfhdths.

Ibon Hajar was very accurate in mentioning the exact otketlof Hadith
transmission. Several expressions are used iMthgm, such asamia(t) (he/she heard
Hadiths from...)*® hadara(t) (he/she attended the assemblies of*’ pjaza lahu(l)
(so and so granted him/her gfizal), samia al-kathr bi-ifadat ‘ammih™*° samia bi-
ifadat akhh, ™! samia bi-ifadat khilih,**?> wa garaa bi-nafsih (he (himself) read such
and such before so and $8jandwa samiat bi-gira ’at mawtha.*** Then follows a list
of the books &jza’, arba‘mat, sudisiyyat, mashyakht, etcetera) which the biographee
heard or read before his/her teachers. The listooks helps researchers to reconstruct
the cultural and intellectual movement during Astaykhah Maryam's life.

The third part of the biography is concerned wité tjuestion whether the teacher
concerned used to transrhiadith to others or not. The frequent term used througthe
Mu jam is wa haddatha(t)(he/she transmitted). Some other formulas are, ssg0h asva
haddatha bil-katlr (he transmitted a lot oHadiths)®® haddatha gafman®*® wa
haddatha bi ghlibi marwiyatih,**” wa haddatha bi katfr min masni atih.**® Ibn Hajar,
sometimes, gives the name of a certdiadith collection which a certain teacher
transmitted along with the place where it was nadaFor example, we read in the
biography of Aamad ibn Al Talbi al-Hajjar "Wa haddatha bi a&-Sakikz akthara min
sitttna marratan bi Dimashq wal-hirah wa Mkr wa Hims wa Balabakk waHanvh
(he transmitted theSahiz more than sixty times in Damascus, Cairo,siMiHims,
Ba'labakk, anddamah).**

Sometimes, only the place associated with the rime&ssson of a certain teacher is
mentioned in theMujam. For example, we reawa haddatha bi Dimashq wal-
Qahirah,"*°wa haddatha bil-@hirah,'®* or wa haddatha bi Makkah®

Some of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's teachers were farftousansmitting certain
books. For example;Abd alQadir ibn ‘Abd at‘Aziz ibn al-Adil (d. 737/1337)
transmitted the book aofis-Srah An-Nabawiyyahof Ibn Histam. He was the last to

‘Alt ibn
Muhammad ibn°AlT al-Hamadlani compiled for himself fortyHadiths and transmitted
them!’* Some other teachers were known for transmittiedy tashyakhahsvhich had
been compiled by their students.altim ibn ‘Abd a-Raiman al-Faari (d. 729/1329)
transmitted hisviashyakhatwhich had been compiled by AlSaid al-‘Ala’i.*"? Aba ar-
Rali* Sulaynan ibn ‘Umar al-Zaii (d. 734/1333) transmitted hidashyakhatwhich had
been compiled byAlam ad-On al-Birzli.!"® ‘Abd ar-Raman ibn Ibhim ibn ‘Abd
Allah al-Fadi (d.

649/1251) his
Mashyakhatand transmitted it in Damascus and Cafro.

After mentioning the activities of the biographdien Hajar gives a list of the
biographee's well-known students who heéfadths from him. lbnHajar uses the
formulasamia minhu(so and so heatddadith from him) to signify this activity. In some
cases, lbnHajar mentions the names of the scholars who hémdths from the
biographeé’® In other cases, IbHajar sayssamia minhu jana ‘ah (a group of students

Ibn Hajar shows much interest in adding a unique chariatt to the biographee.
This is illustrated, in some cases, when he uspsesgions likeva huwa (hiyaykhiru
man zaddatha ‘an (he/she was the last to narrate from so and sw)ekample, Zaynab
bint al-Kanal (d. 746/1345)° was the last to transmit from $ias-Silaf (d. 651/1253),
Yasuf ibn Khail ibn Qaraja ibn'Abd Allah ad-Dimashtj(d. 648/1250), Abd al-Khaliqg
ibn Anjab An-Nishtibt (649/1251) andAjibah bint Al Bakr Muhammad ibn G#lib al-
Baqdirt (d. 647/1249}%° Fatimah bint allzz Ibrahim ibn Ahmad ibn Qudmah (d.
747/1347) was the last to narrate from both h¥amad ibn ‘Abd al-Hadi (d.
658/1259%®* and Khaitb Mardi.!®? ‘Abd Allah ibn Khalaf ibn ‘Abd atWahtab a-
Sawwaf was the last in his town to narrate from tSds-Silaf through hearing his
Hadiths.

Another unique feature of some biographees is tieirg the only one to transmit
a certain book oHadth from a certain master. lddajar uses different expressions for
that. For example, we read a general term \ike tafarrad (he was the only one to
transmit from so and sof° In some biographies, the term is accompanied with
method of transmission, such aa tafarrada bi ar-Riwlyah ‘an shaykhihi bi as-Sam
wa ‘an akthari masfayikhihi bil-ijazzah'®* Ibn Hajar sometimes mentions that the
biographee was the only one to narrate some ofctilections which he heardya
tafarrada bi ashya min masni atih.*® The biographee is sometimes characterized by
being the only one to transmit many of tHadths which he heardya tafarrada bi
kathir min marwiyyitih.*%°

Another unique characteristic of some biographedbat they are the only ones
to narrate certaimjzz’ (small booklets) oHadith, wa tafarrada bi iddati ajzz’.*®’ Such
data help in distinguishing the unknown transmnsttekccording toHadith scholars, an
unknown transmitter is one from whom only one shideearsHadths. In Hadith
literature, several classical works had been writté sole narrators from a certain
teacher. This phenomenon is knownad&Vaidan. Imam Muslim wrote a book on this
genre and titled it Al-Munfaridat wal-Wakdan".*®® Abu al-Fah al-Azdi (d. 374/984)
wrote al-Makhzin f7 1lm al-Hadith.*®® This book is concerned mainly with the Prophet’s
Companions from whom only their sons or one of filowers ¢abi 2n) transmitted

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The Mujam is also a good source for the literary productbrihe biographees,
as IbnHajar gives a list of the books 8iadith collections composed by them. Usually,
this is expressed in general terms, suckeasafa at-Taanif,?° andwa ‘allafa tawilifa
mufdah?*° In a few cases, tHélu jam gives a reference to a specific work composed by
the biographee, for instanceharaha al-Hawi as-Saghir,”** sannafa nathran if sitt
mujalladit wa urjizatan fil-Qirz’at as-Sab?*? Ibn Hajar also gives the titles of some
writings that have been lost or are still in mamytdorm, such as th®lu jam of al-Qub
al-Halali, which contained the biographies of 1300 teacflérand theMu jam of ‘Abd
al-Ghaffir ibn Muhummad as-Sai, which contained the biographies of 1000 teacférs.

Ibn Hajar refers to specific types of collections, eithomposed by the
biographee or someone compiled it for him. Exampiekide theArbana?*® Tusi iyat
al-lsnad and theal-Arba7nag al-Musalsalahof ‘Abd alGhaffar ibn Muhammad as-
Sadi,?*® the Tuifat al-1dad bil-Ahadith at-Tusg iyat alsnzd of Ahmad ibn Yagqib ibn
Ahmad alHalali,?!’ the Arbain Tusiiyat al-Isnid of al-Qub altalaly, and another
Arba‘m arranged according to thésnad and the places where they were narratéd.

Among the examples of specific collections are Mewafagat, such as the
Muwafagat of ‘AlT ibn Isn&‘1l ibn Yasuf at-Tabizi which had been compiled by
someone else for hift? In Hadith terminology Al-Muwafagahoccurs when a student of
Hadth transmits from the teacher of, for examplearimMuslim with a number of
masters in thesnad less than the number of masters if he would trangom Imam
Muslim directly. There is also a reference to @¢hapartMashyakhatof ‘Abd Allah ibn
al-Husayn ad-Dimashdd. 735/1334), which had been compiled by a ce&iBali. In
one case, Ibrtiajar gives a reference to a commentary on al-Bakby al-Qub al-
Halallr which he did not complete. In this way, the boaksl collections mentioned in
the Mu jam provide an important description of the coursestfdy of Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam's teachers during the Mamluk period. Latdotars would cite these collections
as the list of what they had been allowed by ttezichers to transmit.

Of the qualities of the biographees, IHajar emphasizes different aspects, such

Shaykhah Maryam had access to some books or ¢ofisctcomposed by some
biographees in which they mentioned their birthedatind that she provided Ibfajar
with this data.

The Mufjam reflects some aspects of the cultural and sodi@l during the
Mamluk period.

3.1. Ibn Hajar al-‘Asqalani: A Biographical Sketch'

Muhammad Zubayr
Siddigi gives the number 150 for both incompletd anmplete works.In hislbn Hajar
al- ‘Asgalini: A Study of the Background Education and CareearfAlim in Egypt
Sabri Khalid Kawash divides IbHajar al-Asgakni’s works into four main categories:
Hadith, history, figh and poetry. Sindgacdith is a broad religious discipline, Kawash
specifically divides IbrHajar’s works in this field into seven categoriekscéllections of
Hadith; 2) annotations of some works on Hadith; 3) commentaries; 4) methodology; 5)
rijal; 6) biographical works; 7) bibliographical works?®

! The life and career of IbHajar have been studied in detail in three doctdisdertations. The first is a
Cambridge dissertation, A. A. Rahmani, "The Lifelaiiorks of IbnHajar al-Asqalani”, which has been
printed in installments in consecutive issuedstdmic Studies XLV/3 (July 1971)- XLVII (July 1973).
The second is a Princeton dissertation (1996),iBdtaled Kawashlbn Hajar al- ‘Asqakini: A Study of the
Background, Education, and Career of aflim in Egypt(Ph.D. diss., Princeton University, 1969.). The
third is Skakir Mahmad ‘Abd al-Munim, Ibn Hajar al-‘Asqabkini wa dirasit Musannafitih wa manhajihi
wa mawiridihi f7 kitab al-lsabah, Baghdad: Br ar-Rigilah lit-Tiba‘ah, 1978.

(5 books), jurisprudencdigh) and its principles (28
books), theology (6 books); dictionaries and biographies of the masters (11 books);

poems @awawin) (3 compilations); scattered writings (mutafarrigat) (3 books); answers
(ajwibah) (I3 books) and compilations attributed to himuannafit mangbah) (38
books).

This group consistdbafHajar's teachers with
whom he studieddadith or other disciplines. It also contains the bagdries of the
shaykhs from whom Ibilajar obtainedjazahswithout having studied with them. The
second part contains the biographies of Hajar's teachers who taught him other
branches of knowledge. He calls this graluyikh ad-Dirzyah'® (the teachers of the
science which investigates tlsmad, contents, subject, and the mode of transmission o
Hadith).

Ibn Hajar compiled som®lu jamson behalf of some of his teachers. One of these
is Mu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryarthe focus of this study. He also compild jam at-
Tarnzkh or al-Mu jam alKabir li ash-Slami for his teacher Buéim ad-On Ibrahim ibn
Ahmad at-Tankhi (d. 800/1398). The book is divided into 24 pantsl &ontains the
biographies of more than four hundred teachers fndrom at-Tainkhi either obtained
ij dzahzsoor hearddadith.* Ibn Hajar also has a book entitléd-Muntagz min Mujam as-
Subk.

Sources tell us that Ibdajar also compiled Bashyakhalcalledal-Mashyakhah
al-Basimah lil-Qikzbi wa Fazimah?* In this Mashyakhahhe compiled the teachers of
Tadq ad-Din ‘Abd ar-Raman ibn ‘Umar al-Qilabi al-Maqdis al-Hanbat (d. 838/1434)
from whom he heard somigadiths or was given afjazah to transmit suchadiths,
along with the teachers ofafimah bint Khail ibn Ahmad al-Kirani al-Maqdis al-
‘Asgahbni (d. 833/1429). ThisMashyakhalcontains the biographies of 166 teachers, 136
biographies for al-Qikbi's teachers, 30 biographies fo&tifhah's teachers, and 52
biographies of their common teach& g his Mashyakhathas an introduction in which
Ibn Hajar explained the structure of thdashyakhah lbn Hajar focused on the
biographees and their relation to al-ebband Rtimah bint Khail. Ibn Hajar did not
guote anyHadth or so after each biography as he did in Eefjam ash-Shaykha
Maryam He explained that the purpose of Mashyakhalwas to list transmitted works,

Mujam Ash-Shaykhah Maryanas well® A very unique characteristic of this

Hajar left theMu’jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryasas a first (perhaps even unfinished) draft.

Ibn Hajar also compiled th&lashyakhahsof Abt a-Tahir ibn al-Kuwayk (d.
821/1418), Ala al-Hasan'Al1 ibn Muhammad ibn Abal-Majd (death date unknown), al-
Burhan alHalati (Ibrahim ibn Muhammad ibn Khal (d. 841/1438¥ and Ibahim ibn
Yahya al-'‘Azazi best known as Ibn al-Kagl(d. 732/1331). He also compiled selections
from the Mashyakhah®f lbn ‘Asakir (d. 571/1176), lbn as-Saf, and al-Fakhr ibn al-

3.3. Ibn Hajar’'s Care for Women’s Biographies

It is worth drawing attention to IbiHajar’'s interest in including women’s
biographies in his works. In had-lsabah T Tamyyz &-Sakabah he devoted the fourth
volume to the biographies of female Companiohalso in his Taqrib at-Tahdtb, he
introduced 300 entries of female Companions, ferkaleowers and female transmitters
in the six major collection¥ In his Tahdhb at-Tahdlb, Ibn Hajar devotes a special
place to female transmitters, women known by tkaityahor lagab and those known
by "obscure names'agémi’ mubhamah®! Ibn Hajar's ad-Durar al-Kaminali? is also
abundant with female biographies which reflect fdsmale participation in the cultural
and religious spheres in Egypt and Syria during Ntsenluk period. Interestingly, Ibn
Hajar was not the first to devote a special placéetoale transmitters. It has been a
common practice by early biographers to devoteparsge volume to females in their
biographical dictionaries. This practice was faeveloped in the third/ninth century after
Ibn Sad (d. 230/844) wrote hiar-Tabagit al-Kubra and supplemented it with a volume
on female transmitters. Al-Kiid al-Baghddi included a short section on the women of
Baghdad in hi§arikh Baghdd.* Both Ibn‘Abd al-Barr (d. 463/1070) in hil-Isti ab fi

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Sahabah followed the same trerid.It is not surprising, then, that Iifajar’'s student and
biographer as-Sakti (d. 902/1497) devoted the twelfth volume of hisDaw’ al-

entitled the volumeKitab an-Nisi’.*®> He included nearly three hundred women who
earnedjazahsor awarded them to their own studetits.

3.4. A Comparison Between IbrHajar's Mu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryam and ad-
Durar al-Kaminah

To place theMu jam of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam among IBiajar's writings, | will
make a comparison between it aad-Durar al-Kaminah The Durar is concerned
mainly with biographies of people who lived in taighth Islamic century. Therefore, it
includes a reference to Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's &ractvhom IbnHajar did meet
personally. As-Sakiwi gives another name to tHeurar, which is al-Wafayit al-
Kaminah li alam al-mi'ah ath-Tlaminah Ibn Hajar expressed his wish to make the book
in four volumes, but as-Sakhi tells us that he made a fair copy of two volumely.d’
Ibn Hajar completed it in 830/1426. THaurar covers the period from 701/ 1301 to
800/1397% Later, the author made a supplement to it ancuéted the biographies of
those who lived until 837/1433. He gave it the nash®hayl ad-Durar al-kaminah
There are two abridgements of tBerar; one by Jal ad-Din as-Suyti (d. 911/1505)
and the other by ¥suf ibn‘Abd al-Hadf (d. 909/1503)°

It is noteworthy that the information containediongraphical dictionaries usually
presents both factual and illustrative materialn&aelly speaking, the factual material is
employed, suggests Fahndrich, to designate a meaount of information that is
offered in almost every biography and that esthbbseach personality genealogically,
historically, geographically, philosophically, pessionally, and politically. It is the
information that is usually not changed except atlume and arrangement, on its way
from one historical work to another. This kind ofdrmation can be contrasted with
illustrative material that, within the limits of aauthor's respect of tradition and his

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personal literary capabilities and taste, is chdnged modified in order to express
changes in the image of the person he defficts.

As mentioned before, IbHajar drafted théviu jam of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam in
803/1400. This means that he started it before domgghe Durar. One might suppose
that the lacunae found in théu jam should be missing in thBurar, as IbnHajar could
have gathered the missing information from otherses and added them to tharar.
But to one's surprise, it is possible to find altribe same lacunae in tleirar too* It
is of no special value to list the numerous ocgasighen Ibrtajar borrows information
from theMu jam in theDurar. Since IbnHajar had a tendency to paraphrase rather than
guote his sources verbatim, it is difficult to aall the details in hiBurar which have
theMu jam as their source.

Both books arrange the biographies alphabetically iasert the biographies of
women within the alphabetical order, not in a safgavolume. There is no consistency in
terms of the length of biographies included in bbtioks. Some biographies are very
short and they do not exceed one line, while otheag be very long. In th&lu jam, Ibn
Hajar's sources are mainly Ash-Shaykhah Maryaats: ‘at andijazat, in addition to
other sources which were coveredGhapter Two. In theDurar, the sources are more
numerous. IbriHajar says in the introductidfi:"l drew the information contained in this
book from:

However, irfethmale
biograghies, he did not make it clear whether hesl i some of them except in a very few
cases’ The main sources from which he drew informatiorfemale biographies are the
Wafayit of Ibn Rafi >" and theDhayl Siyar an-Nubai’ of adh-Dhahai’® We can also
notice that IbrHajar did not depend on books of history or obiesiffior collecting data
on female biographies. We mentioned earlier thatmde use of thu jams and the
Mashyakhahof his teachers. Theddu jams and Mashyakhahsvere very accurate, as
they were composed from data obtained in persamahcts between the student and the
teacher. TheMu jams andMashyakhah$iave abundant information on thaaddithat
as their main focus falls upon thiadth teachers (including the women among them) of
the author of thévlujam or the Mashyakhahor their principal protagonist(8}. These
Mu jamsandMashyakhah#clude the following:

To one’s surprise, IbAajar never mentioned thdu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryam
as one of his sources. There is no clear reasothigrbut it is possible that he did not
have access to tidu jam at the time of compiling thBurar.

In more than one case, Ibfajar cites what has been recorded in more than one
Mu jam about the same biographee and compares betwedlifférent stories, selects
the authentic one and adds it to the biograPHy. the biography of &imah bint Al
Bakr, he says: "Al-Birali, adh-Dhahaty and Ibn Rfi‘ heardHadith from her and they
cited Hadiths on her authority in theiMujams"® In the biography of Nasah bint
Ibrahim ibn Silim, we read: "Al-Birzli, adh-Dhahat) and Ibn Rfi* heardHadth from
her and mentioned her in théfu jams.She transmitted a lot until she died in 15 ddan
al-'Ola 15, 749, according to IbnaR"."®® Though IbnHajar drew his information from
the Mu jamsof Nafisah's three students, he preferred to quote tieeadidter death from
the Wafayit of Ibn Raf.”° In six female biographies, IbHajar drew the information
orally from one of the biographee's studéht®ne final source, which is not mentioned
in the introduction, is the book &lan kin zayyan min Shuykh Halab by Muhammad
ibn Yahya ibn Sad.”

A closer look at the biographies in both kel jam of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam
and theDurar reveals that the space of time covered by thetonsmon, as they include
the biographies of those who died in the eighthtuognof the Hijrah. IbnHajar pays
much attention to the biographies Idadith scholars and he relates this to the fact that
many of the biographees were the teachers of hishees’> Surprisingly enough, in the
Durar, we may find lacunae which do not figure in thiel jam. For example, in the
biography of’Aminah bint ‘Abd ar-Raman al-Maqdisiyyah, the date of her birth is
mentioned in théu jam while IbnHajar misses it in thBurar. There is no clear reason
for that. TheDurar is supposed to have been compiled many years thiedviu jam,
hence Ibrtajar could have made use of it to fill out suclaeuha. Before venturing into
an explanation, let us first pay attention to aroihconsistency between thi jam and
the Durar. The following biographies which IbHajar included in théMu jam of Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam are missing in thearar: no. 69, 70, 71, 78, 79, 91, 92, 94, 96, 112,
136, 140, 161, 167, 170, 171, 182, 186, 201, 205, 228, 233, 240, 246, 249, 260, 287,
and 299.

On the other hand, some biographies are shorhen t
Mu jam but are much more detailed in tBairar.”® Sometimes the details added to a
biography complete the picture about the life afeatain scholar. For example, in the
biography of Aamad ibn‘Umar ibn ‘Afaf al-‘Attar, included in theMu jam, Ibn Hajar
adds that he suffered from a slight form of blire@hen he was of an old age. He also
adds that alAttar was an experienced pharmacist. Both pieces ofnmdtion are not
included in his biography in thBurar. This opens the possibility that he in fact worked
on theMu jam and added information to it, even after having ptated theDurar. Now
we have a complete picture about'Attar. By stating that he was blind, people are
warned against relying much on reports from himyvikig had some experience in
pharmacy is an indication of the vast knowledge #haAttar had even in non-religious
sciences.

3.5. TheMu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryam and Similar ContemporaryWorks

Upon comparing thélu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryamith similar contemporary
works, | will try to point out the different styles compilingMu jam ash-Shuykh in the
age of IbnHajar. This will tell us about how certain detailsre collected and how each
compiler came by his information. If we compare Majam Ash-Shaykhah Maryam
with one of its contemporamu jamssuch as that ofa] ad-Din as-Subk(d. 771/1369),
the following remarks are pertinent.

The Mujam of as-Subk includes the biographies of 172 male and female
teachers, and is arranged alphabetically. The &ptges of female teachers come at the
end of the biographies of male teachers, not ipggsed among them, as is the case of
the Mujam of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam. The total number of fem@achers in the
Mu jam of as-Subkis twenty, but in théVu jam of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam there are 28
female teachers.

The compiler of theMu jam of as-Subkdivides each biography into three main
parts. In the first part he gives some detailshengersonal life of the biographee. This
includes his/her lineage, his/her teachers, wheduddt heard from him/her, his/her
educational background, and what other scholarsaseyt him/her, and the date of
his/her death and birth. His main sources for plait are as-Sulbk as-Tabagit al-Kubra,
al-Birzalt's Mu jam ash-Shuykh, and adh-Dhahals Mu jam ash-Shuykh. In the second
part, the compiler lists a report which as-Subéard from his teacher. In the third part,
the compiler locates this report in tHacdth collections based on al-Mizz Tukfat al-
Ashiaf.2? What is unique about this part is that the compjlees many details about the
report quoted and its authenticity. He might expldifficult words in the text or give a
short biography of the transmitter from al-MigZ ahdHb al-Kamal .

Another unique feature of thdu jam of as-Subkis that the compiler gives the
year in which as-Sublheard a certaifladth from his teacher or the year in which he
was awarded amjazah by the teacher. In many entries we réadh ajaza lami fi
sanati...” (and he awarded us #azahin the year of...f* The compiler of thvlujam
of as-Subk lists all the reports which as-Sdbtkeard from or read to his teachers. This
aspect is missing in the case of e jam of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam. But lbHajar
listed these reports in other books suchaadlajma’ al-Mu’assis litMujam at
Mufahras®
Usually, a biography of the author olVai jam, or of the person for whom tidu jam

was compiled, is provided within tidu jam. Such a biography can tell us about the
places the author or the main protagonist visiéd, the people he/she met. It also gives
us an idea about the way of life he/she led, tlemtsvof his/her time he/she was involved
in, and the sort of company he/she kept. Unforelgathe compilers of th®lu jam of
Ash-Shaykhah Maryam and thMu jam of as-Subkdid not include a biography for the
authors for whom th#&lu jamshave been compiled.

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Chapter Four

The World of the Mu jam

Introduction

The purpose of the earliest biographicatipgl works was to provide a means of
testing the authenticity oHadth. Accordingly, a compendium of traditionists, or
mufjam, listed a traditionist's pre- and post-links ihthe chains of transmission he was
known to have taken part in, as well as his dateirth and date of death, and his known
accuracy and probity, or otherwise. It was, theefas suggested by Morray, able to
answer, in respect of a link in @nad, three key questions: Did his verifiable dateswall
him to have heard from the link after him? If tha#gl, was he known to have heard from
and passed on to the people in question? If hedcamd did, hear from and recount to
them, was he known to have been competent andtetisgted enough to transmit the
Hadith exactly as he had heard'it?

The different styles of compiling sudfiu jamshave been illustrated by Ildfajar
in his introduction to hisnashyakhahvhere we read: "It is the custom with learned men
to collect the names of their shaykhs, in ordesd¢ba memorial for them and for later
generations. In this, the scholars have adoptddrdift methods. Some of them have
made a difference between those from whom theyrbally heard the books and those
from whom they had only received thézah Other scholars have put both groups in the
same category. Some have recorded onlytiakth after the name of the shaykh, so that
the chain ofisnad might not be broken. Others have indicated onbs¢éhshaykhs from
whom they had received a ‘higgnad’."

We are confronted with two styles dflujams and Mashyakhahs One is
compiled by the teacher himself, the other by ohhki® students. Th&lu jam of Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam is not a new invention. Long befbretajar, there are references in
biographical dictionaries thlu jamsandMashyakhahs

With regard to theMu jams and theMashyakhahscomposed by the teachers
themselves, al-Kathi gives a list of titles, the earliest of which datkack to the
fourth/tenth century whereas the closest toHajar is by‘Umar ibn Al1 ibn ‘Umar al-
Qazwini (eighth/fourteenth century).

With regard to theMujams compiled by a teacher’s student or someone, al-
Kattani gives a list of more than thirty titles, the easti of which goes back to the
third/ninth century, while the closest to lbfajar is theMashyakhalof Ibn al-Khablaz
(eighth/fourteenth century). Of this list, M jamsare devoted to female scholérs.

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4.1. An Overview of the Development ofashyakhah, Mu jam, Fahrasah, and
Barnamij

The rich literature onMu jams and Mashyakhahscompels us to sketch the
headlines of the development of this genre. With émergence of Islamic tradition
(Hadith), several genres of Islamic literature have tead. As important as the content
of the Hadith, is the chain of transmission, tlead, which precedes eadfiadith. For
accepting a certaiHadith, theisnad has to be authentic and the contenatf) has to be
in conformity with the Quin and other authentigadths. In the early stages, bagmad
and text were written down but disseminated or&lyt with the expansion of Islam and
the enormous diversification of the different dpdities of learning, it was impossible to
maintain the oral transmission as the only veHintegpassing on knowledge.

At a later stage, historical and Tradition textgaeveritten in all sorts of personal
notebooks of transmitters, and later, in more dmghcollections that were indented for
a larger audience. Though, in the end, books becmoepted as the ordinary medium,
the individual and personal approach neverthelesmined intact. Biographical literature
emerged as one of the consequences of this individnd personal approathlhe
"science of men", ofilm ar-Rijal, developed into a critical method for the asses$mog
scholarly authority. Many biographical works werevdted to describing networks of
scholarship and chains of transmissioiseveral individual and personal genres
developed, like théahrasah the mashyakhahthe ma‘gjim, etcetera. In what follows |
will try to sketch the evolution and developmentiod different kinds of these genres.

Ibn &-Salah ash-Shahraai (d. 643/1245 ), in hidMugaddimah mentioned two
main styles of arrangingadiths: 1. Arrangement by legal topics: this is thelusion of
Hadiths according to the legal and other issues they addessl grading them by type,
bringing together the relevant material for eadapalessue and each type, subject by
subject™® 2. Arrangement of thBladith by musnad( ala al-masginid) and the collections
of the Hadiths of each Companion individually, even if theeypfHadiths differed™*

He also mentioned a third type of arranghhagiths, that is the collection of tHg¢adiths
of particular teachers, each one of them separtéte quoted Uthman ibn Said ad-
Darimi (d. 280/894) as saying: "It is said that whoeveegdnot collect théladiths of
these five is bankrupt ikladith: Sufyan [ath-Thawi], Shubah (ibn alHajjaj), Malik,
Hamnad ibn Zayd and [Sufin] ibn ‘Uyaynah. They are the bases of the right religign.”

Imam as-Sakiwi (d. 902/1496) added that some scholars used tte \thie
biography of their teachers in théitu jamslike a-Tabagni in his al-Mu jam al-Awsa
which was arranged alphabetically according to timmes of the teachers.As
Fahndrich rightly stated: "Arabic biographical taéure developed in close connection
with isnad-criticism, i.e., the criticism of the validity ahains {snads) of transmitters of
religio-legal stipulations from the early days dflam. The interest in a person's
reliability, however, soon led some biographerandnterest in more personal aspects of
the persons he mentioned. The most important questio be answered concerning
every personality in this kind of biographical werlcalled7abagit, or "Generations,"
were: Whom could he have seen? Whom did he actaa#? From whom did he learn
traditions? To whom did he teach traditions? Amaliy, traditions about what or whom
did he hand down?®

This genre is also considered as the first levelhistoriography because it
provides firsthand information about the network stholars. The drawback of this
literature is the extent to which one can rely opeason’s own writing about himself.
However, there are ways to double check this infdiom from other sources, especially
from themashyakhalof scholars whose names are mentioned as teaameéstudent?®

The increasing number gfzzahsawarded to scholars was one of the reasons for
introducing the genre d¥lu jam ash-Shuykh. LeadingHadith experts in Andalusia and

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In Andalusia and the Maghrelmujams and mashyakhahsvere given different
names such a@ahrasah thabat andBarnamaj. They are all no more than synonyms of
mufjam and mashyakhah By the fall of Andalusia, the wordarnamaj almost
disappeared and was replaced by the featirasah There was a very limited mention of
the word in later collection®. The use of the worBarnimaj alone in the titles of books
by scholars in Andalusia and the Maghreb did né¢rrexactly to its content. Other
words were used along witBarnamaj, such asMarwiyyat, Riwayat, or Masmi ‘at. In
some cases, the materials of B&namaj are limited to the narrations éfadith and
their chains of transmissions without any referetweahe biographies of teachers. In
other cases, words likBhuyikh, Ashyikh, or Mashyakhahare added to the title of the
Barnamaj. In those cases, the materials are focused orbittgraphies of teachers.
Scholars in Andalusia followed the style of schelarthe East when they included in the
introductions to their works their methodologicattimods.

4.3. Different Structures ofMu jams and Mashyakhahs

There is a huge number dfujams and Mashyakhahsavailable to us, whether
printed or still in manuscript form, and they haliferent styles of composition. Experts
in this genre of literature have identified fivéfeient structure$’

4.3.1. The School ofsnads and Teachers' TransmissionsNlarwiyyat)

All the Mu jamsandMashyakhahshat were written in the early period lead us to
conclude that the main focus of their authors wastlee transmissions of a certain
Hadith, or a book or §uz'?® through a certaiisnad all the way to its first source. In so
doing, the authors did not pay any attention to hiegraphies of the Shaykhs. They
mentioned only their names, their fathers' namiesir tschools of thought, their birth
place, the place where they read steltiths to their teachers, and the date of meeting
them in some casés.

In many cases, the author of a certisin jam or Mashyakhahdoes not mention
the title of the book or thgiz’ which he narrates, but only tienad thereof all the way
back to the original author of the book using orfetlme different methods of
transmissiori’ Not focusing on the detailed biography of the teaaloes not necessarily
mean that the authors of théu jam or Mashyakhahdid not talk about their reliability.
Some Mu jams and Mashyakhahanentioned in brief the status of certain schokss
being of a good reputation in the field of transsioa or otherwise. Othévlu jams and
Mashyakhahscommented on thélaciths being narrated and on whether they were
authentic, weak, or fabricatél.

As mentioned above, giving tidashyakhahgshe name oMu jam ash-Shuykh
meant that the names of the teachers were arrangettordance with the letters of the

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alphabet in their oriental sequence. But the ctersty, as al-Qadi notes, does not go
very far: only the first letter of the first namd a given teacher was taken into
consideration. Thus people with names like dtiim", "Ahmad", "Iaq", and ‘Adam"
came first, simply because the first letter of thgimes is aalif. Within this letter, as in
all other letters, there was no particular ordematsbever: neither the second nor the
following letters of the name were taken into cdesation. The reader, al-Qadi argues,
thus knows approximately where the biographieseofain persons are going to be, but
only within the large range of the first letter dfeir first name$? This kind of
arrangement was followed in later centuries. Manthars of Mu’jams used to begin
with the name Mhiammad or Amad as they are the names of the Prophet Miham®>
of Abt Ya‘la Ahmad ibn al-Muthanh at-Tammi al-Mawsili (d. 307/919) and the
Mu jam of Ibn Jard' as-Saydawi (402/1012) are good examples of this categorgome
other cases, the author began with his father'ssnanthe name of one of his leading
teachers, especially if it began with the le#k.

Examples of this first structure include: thijam ash-Shuykh of Ibn ‘Asakir
(d. 571/1175) which he arranged alphabetically, starting theetetlif with those named
Ahmad; theMujam® of ad-Dimiyati (d. 705/1305f who began with those named
Muhammad followed by those namedrmad, while ending each letter with the names of
his female teacher¥;the Al-Mujam al-Laif*® of adh-Dhahab (d. 748/1347 who
began with those namedh/ad but was unable to maintain the alphabeticakrord
because many of his teachers co-narrated ceftdid Hadiths*°

4.3.2. The School of the Transmission and TeacheiBiography

The second structure bfu jamsandMashyakhags based on two elements:
The first element presents some details aboutdbials historical, and scientific aspects
of the life of the author's teachers. The secomdneht focuses on narrating as many
transmissions of the teachers and tracking somm<lod transmissions in some cases.
‘Abd al-Qadir argues it is very difficult to identify the §it Mu jam or Mashyakhalthat
applied this new style because sokhejams are still in manuscript, or have been lost.
However, the available materials tell us that tixthscentury of the Hijrah represents a
developed phase of this structite.

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An example of this structure is tihunyatt? of al-Qadi ‘lyad (d 544/1149)° He
arranged theMu jam alphabetically. He began the book with those naMetiammad
and then began the lettatif with those named Wmad, followed by those named
Ibrahim. The rest of the biographies cover the lettgrs kha’, ‘ayn, ghayn mim, sin,
shin, ha’ andya’. Al-Qadi ‘lyad divides each biography into two sections. In tinst f
section, he is mainly concerned with providing $haiographies of his teachers and
highlighting the social, cultural, and historicabpacts of their life. He also provides some
details about the famous teachers of his own teacle addition to this, he mentions
some of the positions his teachers occupied. Insdw®nd section of the biography, he
mentions the books or thgadiths which he heard from his teachers. In someemthe
cites some abstracts of those booksladths. The length of the biographies differs from
one entry to another according to the scientifisifpan of the teacher or based on the
efforts that al-@di ‘lyad had put in collecting the raw materials of eaasgbaphy’*

4.3.3. The School of Arranging Mufjams and Mashykhahs Chronologically
According to the Death Dates of Teachers

Many Mu jams andMashykhahsnade the death dates of the teachers the basis of
their structure. This style is similar to th&afayit biographical dictionarie¥. The
Wafayit works follow the events of a given year or decadtl obituaries of the notable
persons who died therefh.Knowing the death dates of teachers is very ingmrin
sifting out Hadiths. It is recorded that Sufly ath-Thawt said, "When transmitters use
falsehood, we employ dates against th&hifafs ibn Ghiyath (d. 195/810 or 196/811) is
reported to have said, "When you have suspicionsitad teacher, settle his account by
years.*® Also Isnii‘1l ibn ‘Ayyash® (d. 181/797) said, "I was in Iraq and the schotdrs
Hadith came to me and said, ‘There is a man who traediadth from Khalid ibn
Ma‘dan over there.’ | wento him and said, 'In which year did you wriadth from
Khalid ibn Ma'dan?' He said, 'In the year, 13', that is, 13/73dait, 'Do you claim that
you hearddadith from Khilid ibn Ma‘dan seven years after his deatf?"

An example of this type is Abal-Qasim ‘Abd Allah ibn Muhammad ibn al-
Mirziban al-Baghaw's (d. 317/929)Tarikh wafayit ash-Shuykh alladhn adrakahum al-
Baghaw.>! Al-Baghavi arranged the book according to the death datessdkachers in
the period from 255 to 280. He sometimes mentidhedolaces where they were buried,
but he was not concerned with mentioning what famsimitted from ther?

4.3.4. The School ofMufjams and Mashyakhahs Based on the Biographies of
Teachers Who Gave anjazah

Some authors confined thé¥tu jams andMashyakhahso the biographies of the
teachers who conferred upon themijaizah (the right to transmit a text). In the usual
formula of theijazah the teacher tells the students orally, in writimy through
correspondence, "l give you the right to transmithrsand such books from me, or my
authentic transmissions that you have heard froni"Mm&he arrangement of each
Mu jam within this genre differs from one text to anoth8ome authors arranged the
biographies of their teachers who gave thenj@ahaccording to the cities they visited.
An example of this is A Tahir as-Silaf's al-Wajiz f Dhikr al-Mujaz wal-Mujz>°> Other
authors arranged the biographies chronologicallyoting to the death dates of the
biographees. An example of this is tashyakhalof Sa’in ad-Din Muhammad ibn al-
Anjab an-Naal al-Baghdidi (d. 695/12957° Other examples include Ibiiajar's
Mashyakhat ibn al-Kuwayk al-ladhin ajaziz lahu, and lbn Hajar's al-Arbaan al-
Mujtazah ‘an Shuykh al-lizzah®® Another concrete example of this genre isNhejam
ash-Shugkh of ‘Umar ibn Fahd al-Eshint al-Malik1 (d. 885/1480).

4.3.5. The School oMu jams and Mashyakhahs Based on the Teachers of Cities
Visited by Scholars

Traveling to other cities to he&fadths from other scholars is one of the highly
recommended customs Hhbdith students. Ibn &Salah said: “When the student starts to
study Hadith, let him buckle down and work hard. He shouldibeyy hearingtadith
from the teacher in his city with the bastad and the one most worthy from the
standpoint of knowledge, fame, nobility, and satpmland then the next most worthy.
When he finishes hearing the elevated and impoHauxith of his town, let him travel to
other lands. We heard that ia ibn Ma'in said, ‘There are four people in whom you
cannot detect any proper behavior: the watchmansbfeet, the herald of a judge, the son
of a Hadith transmitter, and the man who writEadth in his own land and does not
travel to studyHacdith. We heard that Amad ibnHanbal was asked, ‘Should a man
travel to acquire elevation iHadth?' He said, ‘Yes, by God! EnergeticallyHadth
from ‘Umar [ibn al-Khaab] used to reachAlgamah [b. Qays] and al-Aswadand they
were not satisfied with them until they went‘tdmar and heard from him directly. God
knows best. We heard that dbtm ibn Adham said, ‘God deflects adversity from this

community through the traveling of the scholarsiatith’."®°

Chapter Five

Women andHadith During the Mamluk Period

5.1 Introduction: Women's Authority as Hadith Transmitters

Before delving into the life and career of Ash-Stteah Maryam al-Adhrayyah,
let me outline the position diadith scholars on women's reports. The early schaolfars
Hadth did not stipulate that Hadth's being reported by a man is a condition of its
acceptability or its being reported by a woman igsoadition for its rejection. The
Mu‘tazilah, a sect of rationalists in the early peria@re the strictest in their rule that
they would not consider dadth as sound unless it came from two independeméatoes
in every generation going all the way back to thgioal speaker. However, they did not
require that the two narrators had to be male.

While specifying the characteristics of those whtvaasmission is accepted and
those whose transmission is rejected, the greaerexp Hacdith, Ibn a-Salah (d.
643/1245), did not distinguish betweemrladith reported by a male and another reported
by a femalé. In a section entitled "Enumeration of the wayswvinich amukaddith and
shzhid are similar and dissimilar” al-Kiné al-Baghdati(d. 463/1071) notes that: "As for
the ways in which they are different, it is in termof the prerequisites that a witness
(shahid) be free, not a parent or child or a relativetfe parties to the case] which would
raise suspicion [of bias], and that he should netabbiased friend. [There are the
additional requirements that] there be one maromescases of testimony, and two men
in some, and four men in other cases. All of thesse not considered with regard to a
person relating &ladith report (nukhbi) because we accept the report of a slave and a
woman and a friend and others [who, in certain $aseay be unacceptable as
witnesses]® Al-Khatib also observed: "[after all] our pious learnededatessors
(‘ulama@’ as-Salaj accepted the narrations of women, slaves, ansetiho were not
known for their legal expertise even if they natamerely one or twhadiths.”

The seventh century scholar Ibn Rushayq ali# (d. 632/1234) discussed the
acceptability of reports originating in a singlenador. He mentioned some examples of
accepted narrators, and it is worth noting thatrtames of three women Companions
headed the list. He said: "They (the Companions thed successors) relied on the
narration of a single person, like the narration Afishah (d. 57/676)Hafsah (d.
41/661), Umm Salamah (d. 59/678 ),iAHurayrah (d. 59/678), IbiAbbas (d. 68/687),
Ibn ‘Umﬁar (d. 74/693), A Bakr (d. 13/634),Uthman (d. 35/655) and countless other
people.

The thirteenth century leading jurist ammad ash-Shawki (d. 647/1250)
confirmed that it had never been reported thathalac rejected &lacith because it had

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been transmitted by a wom&mdh-Dhahab (d. 748/1348) even said: "We have never
known of a woman who was charged with lies or a @onvhose reports were rejectéd.”
Ibn ‘Arraq al-Kinani (d. 963/1556) devoted an entire chapter of hisofzsrbookTanzh
ash-Sharah al-Marfi'ah ‘an al-Aadith al-Mawdii ‘ah to listing hundreds of
fabrications, where no woman's name crops up, e ence’

The soundness of a particulHadth is based on the personal qualities of the
transmitters, male and female alike, and how virgllinks between the individuals in the
chains of narration could be verified. Naturallgnee chains were preferred over others.
The reports that begin witiA’ishah are considered to be among the best chais.isT
substantiated by the following statement ohyaibn Mdin (d. 233/847) who is reported
to have said:Ubayd Allah ibn ‘Umar (d. 147/764) from aDasim (ibn Mthammad ibn
Abi Bakr as-Sidtl, d. 106/724 or 112/730) frorA’ishah is a solid golden chain of
transmission

Al-Khatib al-Baghddi reported that Wak ibn alJargh (d. 197/812) was once
asked to indicate his preference among these thrams: (1) Hishm ibn ‘Urwah (d.
146/763) from his fathetUrwah (d. 93/711) fromA’ishah; (2) Aflah ibn Humayd (d.
158/774) from al-@sim (ibn Mthammad ibn AbBakr) from ‘A’ishah; (3) Sufyan (ath-
Thawri, d. 161/777) from Maar ibn al-Mutamir (d. 132/749) from Iahim (an-
Nakhdi d. 96/714 ) from al-Aswad (ibn Yazd. 74/693) fromA’ishah. He said: "We
do not consider anyone equal to the people of iyfKKufa]. Sufyan from Marar from
Ibrahim from al-Aswad from'A’ishah is more highly appreciated to m@.His own
reason for this choice, as noted by Nadwi, wasttiege transmitters were based in Kufa
and he would have first-hand assurance of theilitgufa

Early Hadith scholars also praised the reports transmittech fumm Salamah.
Al-Hakim An-Nisabart reports that Amad ibnHanbal (d. 241/855), Yaga ibn Main,
and ‘Al1 ibn atMadini (d. 234/848) gathered with a group Hadth scholars and
discussed the best of all good chains. "One of tka: The best is ShHuah (ibn al
Hajjaj, d. 160/776) from Qatlah (d. 118/736) from Sa ibn atMusayyab (d. 93/711)
from ‘Amir (ibbn Abi Umayyah) the brother of Umm Salamah from Umm Satam
[herself]*?

However, there are other scholars who considereagetodbe a factor in assessing
the legal validity ofHadith. Here reference is made two narrations attribute the
female Companionsaimah bint al-Qays and Busrah b#afwan. Four main variants of
Fatimah'’s hadith speak of‘Umar ibn al-Kh#&ab’s criticism of herhadith. The fourth

in sum or in part by various jurists across regiaaaters. Not all of the jurists, however,
mention Ftimah's gender as the reason for rejecting her tioadi* Sayeed
contextualizes the two reports in terms of earlythodological debates on the legal
authority of isolated reports and concludes tha gshahadah(legal testimony) and
riwayah (Hadith transmission) are distinct with respect to geaderiteria®

5.2 Women’s Education in the Mamluk Period: An Oveview

Previous studies concluded that women played a \@mtye role in the
transmission of the Prophetic traditionidaith) throughout much of Islamic history.
Recent studies show that women of the Companioerggan participated actively in
this domain of religious knowledge. However, a tecbf women can be observed in the
historical record from the mid-second to the mid¢fb centuries. In the second half of
the fourth century, women re-emerged in the souroasHadth learning and
transmission. From this period until well into thdamluk era, women acquired
exemplary reputations a$adith transmitters® This revival is connected with the impact
of traditionalist Sunnlslam, as it was successful in mobilizing womerSimn circles
after the fourth century and engaging them in ohéhe most public activities in the
sphere of religious learninglacith transmissiori’ The education of any woman began
within the closest kinship circle. When listing thames of those with whom a certain
individual had studied, as-Sakti and other biographers begin with a female
biographee's father, grandfather, or uncle, and/ ohén move on to othet&. For
example, Amat ar-Ram bint Muhammad al-Yininiyyah (d. 739/1328) studiediusnad
an-Nisz’ from theMusnadof Ahmad ibnHanbal with her father, the greatkzaddithand

This, asserts
Berkey, is not to suggest that education took piace group segregated by sex. On the
contrary, many men and women were instructed by randivedijazahsfrom learned
women?* This is clearly illustrated in biographical diati@ries that cover the Mamluk
period.

At least five schools owihgirt endowment to women were
established in Cairo before or during the Mamlukigse™ One significant institution
was endowed by a daughter of Sultan AggiNMuhammad who married a Mamluk amir
named Baktimur aHijazi, from whosenisbahthe school took its name. Endowments of
al-Hijaziyyah supported courses indili and Milik1 figh. The first professor to teach at
the school was Sif ad-Din al-Bulgni. Another school was endowed by Barakattkh
(d. 774/1372)" the mother of Sultan al-Ashraf Shan, in 771/1369-70 in at-Tilimah
near the citadel. The school became known as Madtds\m as-Suin. It sponsored

She also endowed some books to binaryi of the schodl® Women,
who wished to continue to have detailed religiond kterary training, attended lectures
of male and female scholars, who may have combdio houses or may have delivered
lectures in their own homé5.We shall return to this point shortly. The Syricapital,
Damascus, boasted even more such instituffons.

Other women, as Berkey concludes, shared in thdirepinterest felt by their
families for schools established by some relativarcestor, as when a female scion of
the scholarly Bultpt family named Alif provided endowments to suppottr@n readers
in her grandfather's school. Two of her cousinthatend of their lives began to pass their
time in the family school, and were eventually bdrhext to their scholarly relativés.

One may ask if women who worked as teachers ostnéters ofHacith were
paid in return for teaching. The answer to thissjoa, Lutfi argues, comes from as-
Sakrawi who suggests that there does not seem to be divaiion that these women
earned any payments through their teaching excepeiy few cases. They may have
done so on informal basis and as an activity thauldy enhance their prestige and
authority in a society where the religious modéfefwas most prize&®

5.3 Women and the Transmission oHadith in the Mamluk Period

At a certain stage of their scholarly endeavor, womshouldered the
responsibility of transmitting the knowledge theggaired to others. There were many
venues through which they conveyed their messagmeSvomen gave classes at their
homes.

He tells hihne students ofladth crowded
around her house and how she would teach througtt aicthe day® The Hadith of
Hibat Allah al-Akfani was read to Zaynab bint Iafdl ibn al-Khablz in the house of
Ahmad ibn Sad ibn ‘Umar a-Siifi, one of her students, in 744/13£3The house of
another woman was a gathering place for divorced widowed women and the
instruction of young girl§? Another scholar offered his house as a forum for t
instruction of women by a female teacher. The hads&z ad-On Ahmad al-Kirani (d.
875/1471) was a gathering spot for widows and itee®?

Other women held classes in the mosques. An exasiplenm al-Khayr Etimah
bint Ibrahim ibn Muhammad ibn Jawhar al-Babakkiyyah (d. 711/1311). She taught
Hadith in the mosque of the Prophet in Medina. Ibn Rydhremarked about her: "She

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Writing to students was another means of transmgitiadith. This is equivalent
to correspondence. Adh-Dhafialbas unable to receivHadith directly from Sayyidah
bint Musa al-Maraniyyah (d.

Many women distinguished themselves as transmittekacdth. Among them is

four hundred women**® Of the 172 names on the list ofjad-Din ‘Abd aFWahtib as-
Subk (d. 771/1370) 19 were women. Ibfajar al-Asqakni left us the names of 53
different women with whom he studiddiacith. Jail ad-Din as-Suyd (d. 910/1505)
studied with 33 women out of his 130 teachéfs.

5.5 Conclusion

From this overview, we can conclude that womenedhato some extent, in the
education process in the Mamluk period, thoughaswn informal education. We have
noticed that women patrticipated actively in ther@ag of religious knowledge in their
early childhood and the dissemination of such keolge at their advanced ages. With
regard to the years between childhood and senidhigy were not deemed worthy of
note by chroniclers and historians. There are tassible hypotheses. The first is that
women, following the religious rules that put sorestrictions on their interaction with
men when they were of marriageable age, stoppexhdatty public, co-educational
Hadith sessions.

6.1. A Biographical Sketch

The woman whose life and principal work are thejettbof this study, Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam al-Adhiigyah, was born in the city of Cairo in 719/131%n
medieval biographical dictionaries, we are offecedly a few details of her educational
career* Nevertheless, by combining her biographical data those of her teachers and
students, it is possible to construct a more cotepjgcture.

6.1.2 Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s Fathef

Maryam’s father was born in the year 686/1287. keeked in the field of Figh,
its principles and the Arabic language. He was mjitree position offta’ (issuing legal
pronouncements) and teaching for many years. He at®d to teach at &lakimi
Mosque. He acquired aiizah from Abia Hafs ‘Umar Ibn al-Qawwas (d. 698/1298f,
Abt al-Fall ibn ‘Asakir and al-1zz Isma‘il ibn al-Farg’ (d. 729/1328). He attended the
assemblies of at-TaqgSulaynan ibn Hamzah aHanbai (d. 715/1315), aHasan al-
Kurdi, and Al al-Hasan al-VEni. He played a great role in his daughter’'s edunai®
he brought her to the assemblies or meetings islwéiie heard scholars such as ahiwv
and ad-Dabitsi read works aloud.

6.1.3 Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s Mother

It is a general phenomenon that biographical dietites and chronicles are silent
on the issue of maternal descent or motAdiserefore, it is not surprising that we are
told nothing about Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s mother hedpossible contributions to her
daughter’s education.

6.1.4 Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s Brother

6.1.5. Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s Grandfather

From this listing of books, it is clear that Ashaykhah Maryam's most notable
lectures have given attention toam Muslim's collections oHadith. However, she was
also famous for other collections. First and forethamong these, ial-Hadith al-
Musalsal bil-Awwaliyyah lIbn Hajar is noted for having heard the recitation abf
‘Awwaliyyah from her, among others. In this genre, the disirec conditions of
transmission relate to the practice that the fifatith that the teacher relates to the
receiving person be the sarfadth in a chain of first presentations from teacter t
receiver, using the famoukadth of ar-Rahmah®®

6.3. Transmission of CertainHadith Collections to Ash-Shaykhah Maryam

Ibn Hajar, in hisAl-Mu jam al-Mufahrasandal-Majma' al-Mu’assis did not only
mention the collections that he transmitted fronh/&haykhah Maryam, but also how
those collections had been transmitted to her. Hajar confirms that Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam was a reliable authority for differdfidcith compilations from diverse genres.

Razi, the Hadith of al-Husayn ibn Yaya ibn ‘Ayyash al-Qa&an, the Hadith of Abi al-
Qasim Nar ibn Ahmad al-Marj, the Muwafgat of Abi Mus‘ab, the ‘Ashrat Awadith
muntaggh min al-muntag min Hadith al-Layth the Al-Arba%n of Muhammad ibn
Aslam, theFawa'id of Abi a-Tahir Muhammad ibn Amad ibn Nar adh-Dhuhal and

From the above illustration, we can conclude tivat teachers figure prominently
in the transmission dflacith collections to Ash-Shaykhah Maryam. These tvazhers
are al-Wani and ad-Dabitsi. Ibn Rafi* mentions that aWani lived until he became a
coveted authority among the surviving schofirton Hajar also comments on this by
saying that Ash-Shaykhah Maryam heard a lot forsdvati and ad-Dabisi.®! In the
Durar, he asserts that Ash-Shaykhah Maryam transmifi@dith to him from al-Véini
through attending al-Wi's auditions>? Ad-Dabhisi and al-Wéni were a sought-after
source, as they were among those from whom IbniKdkie famous commentator on the
Quran, hearddadiths?® was the last to transmit from Ibn al-Muqgayyar leatingHadith
from him®* All this affirms that Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's repigta rested partly on her
link to both ad-Dabiisi and al-Viéni.

In addition to al-Viini and ad-Dabiisi, there are two other teachers who played a
great role in Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's career, namle\yadi Ash (749/13385 and al-

Zalidi (d. 649/1251), another prominemizaddith Al-Hajjar's repute was such that he
narrated theSahih of al-Bukuari no less than seventy times in DamascisSadhiyyah,
Cairo,Hanih, Balabakk,Homs, Kafr Bana, and other surrounding regio??sl.:inally, it
is safe to conclude that Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's appee in the abovementioned
isnads signifies that she acquired permission to transineise works.

The subjects covered by these compilations undersit@at her reputation was
based on the transmission of a range of worksvarde areas of Islamic knowledge. She
transmitted personal collections Hadith, Musnads al-Amyli, al-Arba‘%n, al-Fawa'id,
al-Muwafagat, andSudisiyyat. This list includes works on ascetic piety, sustitee book
of Makarim al-Akhlzq of &-Tabaéni. Ash-Shaykhah Maryam also transmitted
mashyakhassuch as thenashyakhatof her teacher al-vi.

6.4. The Beginning ofAsh-Shaykhah Maryals Education

As mentioned before, Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's fathesudght her to the
assemblies ofladith scholars, but it is not clear at what age eya¢iowever, in the
Mu jam, there is a reference to two teachers who diethenyear 722/1322 when Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam was thrétlIn the Dhayl at-Taqyd, al-Fisi mentions that Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam heard from alaw when she was fiv€. This indicates that Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam'’s career amahaddithahbegan surprisingly early.

Five of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s teachers are nametdrbiographical sources,
and by the time she was sixteen, all of them had.dAl-Wani died by the time she was
nine, ad-Dabilist when she was ten, Hlalali when she was sixteen, at-Ta®-Sa’igh
when she was six, and Hhajjar’* when she was eleven. She was the last to trafsmit

From the entries of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam in diffédeiographical dictionaries,
it is clear that she began her education, espga@#knding the auditions of scholars, at
an early age. She mentions in ¥a jam that she heard a certdffadith from her teacher
Abii An-Niin ad-Dabiist in the year 726/1325, i.e. when she was séVen.

The phenomenon of transmission authority passioi fithe very old to the very
young has been observed during the Mamluk périoSayeed observed: “Written
transmission enabled individuals who could not petelently participate in the oral
transmission of knowledge to do so. For exampléhefs could obtain certification for
young children who had not yet acquired the abibtgpeak, read, or write, and husbands
could do the same for wives and daughters who Jese likely to undertake long
journeys to seek out scholars. In cases wheretsfamd toddlers were brought to hear
texts to maintain the facade of oral transmissibiwas the written text and not the
hearing of it by fledglings that guaranteed theusate transfer of knowledge. Due to the
prevalent notion that the written text would guaeanwhat orality and memory had for
the early generations of Muslims, even unborn cérdcould participate in this liberal
transfer of authority®

It is difficult to imagine that those who were gi@ohijazahsat an early age
meaningfully studied or even memorized (without poamension) the works for which
they were granted certificates before the ageveti

Female eésadaicluded in théMu jam are
described as being from families which were known & tradition of learning and
producing religious knowledge.

Ash-Shaykhah Maryam heakhdths from teachers who were skilled in the field
of medicine®

From one of the extracts mentioned in Mafjam, we learn that Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam happened to travel to Damascus before the §86/1335 to takéladith from
‘Abd ‘Al-Aziz ibn ‘Abd Al-Latif al-Harani®®, and maybe other scholars, as Mejam
has so many teachers who either lived or died im&aus.

Ash-Shaykhah Maryam receivéthdith also from four members from as-Sajh
family. She heard from Muaisah bint‘Al1,®" her son‘Abd Allah ibn ‘Ali ibn ‘Umar a-
Sunhgji,®® ‘A’ishah bint‘AlT ibn ‘Umar a-Sunhaji,?® Khadjah bint ‘Al ibn ‘Umar a-
Sunhaji,*® and Hijar bint ‘Al1 ibn ‘Umar a&-Sunhaji.’* The sources tell us this family had
their origins in the MaghriB? Some members of this family lived in Egypt, fomexple,
‘A’ishah died in Egypt, and Hijar used to teach in Caif0.

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6.5. Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s Students

Although it is likely that Ash-Shaykhah Maryam cemed assemblies for many
students, she appears in the biographies of twange students; three of them are
female students. Twenty of these students arecctriben as-Sakiwi’'s ad-Daw’.

Ash-Shaykhah MaryaisiMale Students

Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's teaching career has lefttfages in published sources.
Like many scholars, students ldadth sought out Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's transmission
authority. Ibn Hajar al-Asqabni is perhaps her best-known student. Adh-Dhahab
confirms that IbnHajar heard theSakih collection of al-Bukbri from a group of
Egyptian scholars including Ash-Shaykhah Maryarerafine year 790/1388,i.e. when
Ash-Shaykhah Maryam was over seventy.

The author oDhayl at-Tagyd, Aba &-Tayyib Muhammad ibn Amad al-Makk
al-Fast (d. 832/1428) was also another famous studenthign autobiography, he
mentioned some books that he transmitted on thieodtyt of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam
such asal-Arba%n al-Buldiniyyahof as-Silaf, al-Arba‘%n ath-Thaqafiyyatand theJuz
of al-Hasan ibn Arafah.

that she gave a certificate to Mammad ibn Nisa ibn “Ali al-Y afi 7 (d. 823/1420) when
he was yound®’

Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's reputation attracted studeateling in the search of
knowledge to her study circles. The Damascene achidilhammad ibn Amad ibn
Qantgim (d. 864/1459) heardadith from her during his travels to Caif¥ The Meccan
scholar‘Abd al-Cadir ibn Muhammad ibn Amad al-Rsi (d. 827/1423) traveled with his
brother ‘Abd al-Laif (d. 822/1419) to Cairo also to heHadth from Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam and other scholars dfacith.® Another Meccan scholar, NMdammad ibn
Muhammad ibn Amad ibnZahrah (d. 802/1399) traveled to Cairo and he hé&kadth
from Ash-Shaykhah Maryam during his travé.

The Damascene scholar Mammad ibn'Abd Allah ibn Ahmad ibn Mihammad
al-Qays (d. 842/1438) and the Meccan scholarhisionmad ibn'AlT ibn Muhammad ash-
Shayh (d. 837/1433) were awarded uizahby Ash-Shaykhah Maryai! The Meccan
scholar Idts ibn alHasan ibn aHasan ibn'Al1 ibn Abi Talib (d. 832/1429) is reported to
have heardladths from Ash-Shaykhah Maryam in Cairo.

Ash-Shaykhah Maryam is mentioned among a list dfokzs who gave a
certification to lbn Zabrag Wmad ibn Miammad ibn Yaub (d. 840/1436) ca.
788/1386'? Muhammad ibn'AlT ibn ‘Abd al-Kaim ibn Zatirah, from Mecca, antAbd
Allah ibn Mthammad ibnIsa at-Ta’if1, from At-Ta’if, (d. 840/1436) were also given an
ijazahby Ash-Shaykhah Maryam ca. 794/1319.

The death dates of these students indicate thgtstiuelied with her in her late
age. IbnHajar, for example, heard from her after the yed/7388, i.e. when she was
over seventy.

Ash-Shaykhah Maryais Female Students:

Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's teaching career continued aftér the year 797/1395.
Ash-Shaykhah Maryam and her brotherifmmad appear in the biography of Sitt al-
‘Iraq bint Ahmad ibn Mihammad al-Blisi (d. in Mecca 867/1462) as having awarded
her anijazah after the year 797/139%8?

From the biographies of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's stisjeve can figure out the
geographical extent of her reputation. Some ofdiuelents went to see Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam in Cairo and she met some of them in thescitf their origin. If Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam had not convened assemblies in such placés,possible that her students
recounted her reputation after returning home fo@wels in which they encountered her.
A good reconstruction of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's oektwof students and teachers
places her in the scholarly elite of Cairo. It alsgeals her connection with scholars from
other cities.

Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s teaching career indicates ithdhe intervening years
between her childhood and seniority, she must lcaminued her search for knowledge
by studying the works for which she was awargé@dahsto transmit for her students
without undertaking any teaching activities, ilee slid not teach during the period of her
sexual maturity.

To conclude, the different accounts tell us thabt-Staykhah Maryam conducted
her activities in different settings with both mand women and after being authorized
by her teachers to transmit the knowledge she esdjdrom them, she would go on to
teach both men and women. This means that she mypsveered by certain conditions
that did not see a gender barrier in acquiringyialis knowledge and instructing others.

This frequency
reflects Ash-Shaykhah Maryam’s quest for shisrizds Searching out shorisnads
became a phenomenon. Therefore, the significandbeotermisnad ‘alz (lit. "high" or
elevated chain of transmission) evolved to placpheasis on the number of narrators in a
chain over and above other consideratifis.

On the elevatedsnad, Ibn &-Salah (d. 643/1245) remarked: "Seeking elevation in
Hadith is a sunnah. For that reason, undertaking jgsrm&s recommendedhfad ibn
Hanbal said: "Seeking an elevateshad is a sunnah from those who came before.”
Indeed, we heard that in his final illnesshya ibn Main was asked, "What do you
desire?" He replied, "An empty house and an eleliat&d."* Ibn a&-Salah went on to
clarify the importance of elevation by stating thd&levation keeps defectiveness away
from theisnad, because it is possible for defectives to comtheeiinadvertently or
deliberately, from every transmitter in thenad. Therefore, a small number of
transmitters represents a small number of sourcdsfectiveness and a large number of
men represents a large number of sources of dedeetss **°

Of the five categories of elevation mentioned hy #-Salah, | will focus on the
third, related to the transmission of one or bdtlthe Sakiis of al-Bukhirt and Muslim
or other famous authoritative books: the agreerfrant\azfagal), "substitutions” gbdal),
"equivalence" rmusiwah), and "hand-shaking" n{usafakah). These are types of
“elevation” which have become famous and are afééerred to in the sources.

The two sub-categories ohgreemeritand “substitutions are used frequently in
the Mufjam. The technical term of “agreement” refers, fortamge, to cases when a
Hadth comes to you from the teacher who transmittetb itmam Muslim with an
elevatedsnad with fewer intermediaries than tiiEadth would have when you related it
through Inam Muslim from his teacher. An example safbstitutionsvould be that for a
particular Hadith the same elevation as described above comesudrgm a teacher
other than the teacher of am Muslim?® Of the first sub-category of elevation that is of
agreementthere are eightladiths mentioned in th®u jam. Of the second sub-category
of elevation ofsubstitutionsthere are twenty-five examples mentioned throughbe
Mu jam.

Sayeed notes that aRahurmuz and alHakim emphasized the importance of
travel, orality, and the personal exertion as coowé to obtain elevation. By that, they
were reflecting the standards and milieu familiar the early scholars oHadth
transmission. But because these standards weravelbsstrictly, women were barred

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from the field. However, from the end of the fiftb the seventh century, the very
definition of elevation was under revision and easingly came to refer to a short chain
of transmission without the scrutiny of the typerminsmission involved (oral or written)
and without taking into account whether the autlyasias granted directly or procured by
an intermediary?® This change affected the possibility for womemdguireelevationin
Hadith transmissior™°

In the case of Ash-Shaykhah Maryam, her fame derik@m herisnad of certain
Hadths reported in al-Bukim, Muslim, lbn Mijah, at-Tirmidh, and an-Nasi. The
Mu jam highlights two specific categories @$nads i.e. anisnad which has nine
transmitters and arsnad which has ten transmitters. An example of thet fissthe
following narration:

“Ash-Shaykhah Maryam said: AibAn-Nan informed us, Ab al-Hasan informed
him by way ofijazah from al-Mularak ibn alHHasan, from Ab Muhammad ibn‘Abd
Allah ibn Muhammad that al-Kiant and IbnHatatah transmitted to him that Alal-
Qasim al-Baghaw transmitted to them thaFalat ibn ‘Abbad transmitted to him that
Faddil ibn Jubayr transmitted to him that he heardiAbmamah S& ibn ‘Ajlan saying
that | heard the messenger of God (peace be upondaying: ‘If you guarantee me six
things on your part, | shall guarantee you Paradpeak the truth when you talk, keep a
promise when you make it, when you are trusted wsatimething fulfill your trust, avoid
sexual immorality, lower your eyes, and restrainrnjeands from injustice 3"

to the Prophet and said: "O messenger of GodjdiAsas an intelligent scriber, take him
to serve you." Anas said: 'The Prophet accepteti'ife.

Thus, Ash-Shaykhah MaryamMujam offers an authentic testimony to the
importance of seeking high&mnadsin Hadith literature.

6.7. Methods of Receivindladith

Ibn Hajar extracted on#adith or so with an elevategdnad from various works
that Ash-Shaykhah Maryam had been authorized twstnd. As mentioned above, the
Mufjam is a valuable source for checking the authentioitythe Hadths mentioned
throughout it. TheMujam includes 151 narrations. Of the 28 female teachieosn
whom Ash-Shaykhah Maryam received knowledge, Hajar quotes reports from 8
teachers only®® In four cases, Ibiiajar gives the beginning of thsnid but does not

Throughout theMu jam, lbn Hajar, quoting thesani ‘at and ijazat which had
been provided to him by Ash-Shaykhah Maryam, presidhe different methods by
which Ash-Shaykhah Maryam receivéthdith from her teachers. He uses expressions
like akhbaram (informed us) andkaddatha@ (transmitted to us) to indicate the
transmission oftladith throughsama (audition). Ibn &Salah views that this type of
transmission is the most elevated according torta@rity of scholars:°On the different

Ibn-8alah said: Most of the transmitters
call it "presentation” rd) since the reciter presents tHadith to the teachers just as the
reciter presents the Qan to the Quian instructor. It makes no difference whether you
are the reciter or someone else recites while igtan. You may recite from a book or
from your memory. The teacher may have memorizedhhterial recited to him or not.
In the latter case, he or some other reliable iddai should hold his text™ Al-Khatib
al-Baghddi said: "Most jurists and scholars dadth hold that reading to the teacher is
like hearing from him®°

The usage of the expressigjira’'tan ‘alayhi wa n&nu nasmd implies that she
attended the assemblies of her teachers alongatlier colleagues; male and female.
These two methods indicate oral transmission.

Along with the expressiomkhbaram@, Ash-Shaykhah Maryam adds the word
ijazatanto emphasize that she was grantedjarahto transmit a particuladadith to
others on behalf of her teacher. This is the tmrethod of receivindladth. ljazah
signifies the teacher's permission to a studentaiasmit from him all his narrations or
his writings. Thajazahcould be of several kinds:

This is the highest type
oflisjsdzah and, according to Ibnsgalah, the later scholars are unanimous in allowing
it.

(b) Licensing an unspecified text to a specificsper. for instance the teacher
says, "l hereby license everything | heard", oretgthing | relate”, "to you". According
to Ibn &-Salah, the majority of jurists and traditionists allot1’

(c) Licensing an unspecified person under a gemsignation: for instance, the
teacher says, "I hereby license the Muslims," dnéileby license everyone." According

Summary and Conclusions

This study examined the life of one individudhdth female transmitter, Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam Al-Adhfgyyah (719/1319805/1402), based on lddajar's Mu jam
Ash-Shaykhah Maryaihat he had compiled for her. We have seen howfihgamsare
important sources for the history of scholarly aodtural networks and give the details
by which an entire cultural environment can be nstacted.

The study consisted of an introduction and twos&art | focused on the study
of the Mu jam and other related issues. Part 11, an annotated edition of thdu jam
was provided.

The edition of theMu jam Ash-Shaykhah Maryaiart Il ) was based on the
unique manuscript available, viz. afifal-Kutub al-Mgriyyah (Reference number: 1421
Hadith). In the Arabic text, | have inserted the puatiton for reasons of clarity. | also
numbered the biographies in order to facilitateemerices. | also traced all tihkadiths
quoted in theMu jam from famoudadith collections.

The study Part 1) explored the social background of female paréitign in
Hadth transmission in the light of Ash-Shaykhah MaryatrAdhra‘iyyah's life. The
study of theMujam increased our knowledge about women's participaitioHackth
transmission.

Chapter One of Part 1 dealt with the manuscript, the methodology applied
editing it, and a biography of its copyist. The mseript under study was copied by
Yasuf ibn Shahin, Ibn Hajar's grandson. At a certain point of time it caneethe
possession of Mitammad Murtda al-Husayn al-Zaldi who added some marginal notes
to it. The manuscript remains in excellent conditamd it was written in one hand which
rules out the possibility that some parts were dddter.

Chapter Two of Part 1 established Ibiiiajar's authorship and the sources used,
as well as the method followed in composing it. Térentakhrij found on the title page
of the Mujam Ash-Shaykhah Maryaras to be understood in the sense that Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam made available to [Hajar thesani ‘at (the protocols of reading
sessions which were added to a text), and ifheahs (the certificates which she
possessed and cherished and which conferred upathéeight to transmit a text or to
teach). From the raw materials, IH@ajar, in turn, sorted out the names of Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam's teachers, and extracted daaeith or more that she heard from each teacher
which he listed after the teacher's biographyslunlikely that IbnHajar could have
gathered the data he required for tfiajam on almost 319 persons solely from his
teacher’s knowledge, without consulting other pessor other biographical sources. In
fact, Ibn Hajar did use certain sources to complete the @ctdircertain teachers. The
Mufjam grew out of the need to establish continuityHadth transmission. It was
composed to ensure that the knowledge of the Toaditof the Prophet was handed
down accurately and faithfully from generation emgration.

Chapter Three of Part 1 placed theMujam among IbnHajar's writings and
contemporary similar works. It also gave a sketiclbo Hajar's biography, his role as an
author, and his care for women's biographies.Wwaghy to draw attention to IbHajar’s
interest in including female's biographies in hierks. In hisal-lsabah ¥ Tamyyz al-
Sagabah Ibn Hajar devoted the fourth volume to the biographiefemale Companions.
Also in his Taqrib al-Tahdhb, Ibn Hajar covered 300 entries of female Companions,
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female Followers and other female transmitters ha six major collections. In his
Tahdhb al-Tahdhb, Ibn Hajar devoted a special place for female transmsitt@omen
known by theirkunyah lagab, and those known bynubhamt (obscure names). Ibn
Hajar's ad-Durar al-Kaminah is also abundant with female biographies whicheogf
female participation in the cultural and religiogggheres in Egypt and Syria during the
Mamluk period.

Chapter Four of Part 1 explored the literary world of thilu jam, and gave an
overview of the development of the genre of theividdial bibliography like the
fahrasah themashyakhahthemujam, etcetera. With the emergence of Islamic tradition
(Hadith), several genres of Islamic literature have tpexl. In the early stages, both
isnad and text were written down but disseminated orallgwever, with the expansion
of Islam and the enormous diversification of thi#edent disciplines of learning, it was
impossible to maintain oral transmission as thg wahicle for passing on knowledge. At
a later stage, historical and Tradition texts weriten in all sorts of personal notebooks
of transmitters, and later, in more organized ctibms that were intended for a larger
audience. Though, in the end, books became accegstethe ordinary medium, the
individual and personal approach nevertheless redaintact. Biographical literature
emerged as one of the consequences of this individnd personal approach. The
"science of men", ofilm al-rijal (also including women) developed into a criticathod
for the assessment of scholarly authority. Manygtaphical works were devoted to
describing networks of scholarship and chainsafd¢mission.

Chapter Five of Part 1 outlined the role of women ikladith transmission,
especially during the Mamluk period. This was pdszk by introductory remarks on
women's authority aHadth transmitters, i.e. what thgadith scholars said about reports
transmitted by women, and an overview of womeneducation in the Mamluk period.
The early scholars dfiadith did not stipulate that Hadith's being reported by a man is a
condition of its acceptability, or its being repaitby a woman is a condition for its
rejection. While specifying the characteristicstiobse whose transmission is accepted
and those whose transmission is rejected, the grgqadrt inHadth, lbn a-Salah (d.
643/1245), did not distinguish betweemrladith reported by a male and another reported
by a female.

Previous contributions concluded that women plagedery active role in the
transmission of the Prophetic traditioridagith) throughout much of Islamic history.
Recent studies show that women of the Companioerggan participated actively in
this domain of religious knowledge. However, thevas a decline of women in the
historical record from the mid-second to the midrth centuries. In the second half of
the fourth century, women re-emerged in the souroasHadth learning and
transmission. From this period until well into thdamluk era, women acquired
exemplary reputations &kacith transmitters.

Based on the findings d@hapter Six of Part 1 “The Life and Career of Ash-
Shaykhah Maryam al-Adhiigyah”, knowledge of the details of Ash-Shaykhah
Maryam's life is relatively limited. Ash-ShaykhahalMam has shown no lack of
competence to be a scholar and educator of sortteedsest minds of her times, and in
turn, her contemporary male scholars have recodrtime authority in transmitting the
words of the Prophet. It is noteworthy that Asha#@h Maryam's reputation was
based, to a great extent, on the scholars sheesdtwdth. Ash-Shaykhah Maryam had
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interaction with both male and female teachers stndents, which shows co-education
activity during her youth and seniority. Ash-ShagkhMaryam was an authority for
compilations ofHadith, and she emerged in the historical records a®umht-after
teacher oHadth. From the list of compilations she was givertifieation to transmit, it

is clear that she excelled in the field dith, not in other disciplines such as figh or
Quran exegeses. This holds true for most women of taemnMk period.

Ash-Shaykhah Maryam clearly acquired a good remutahs amukzaddithah
However, it is not possible to reconstruct her eafgeyond the details given in this
study. Her reputation should be well understoodthia wider picture of the rising
participation of women irHadith transmission, which occurred first in the regioh
Khurasan in the fourth and fifth centuries, andrahe course of the next three centuries
spread westward towards Baghdad, Damascus, andCtéienm, following the triumphant
march of Sunn traditionalism under dynasties such as trwn@ids, Ghaznavids,
Seljuks, Ayyubids, and Mamluks.

Based on Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's career, the gepietare that emerges is one
of a woman who was active in receiving and trangmgtreligious knowledge, especially
the transmission ofadth. Her activities reflect intellectual developmenin the
important network of scholars of which she was &.p&omen during the Mamluk
period, in general, played important and prominetds in their society and some of their
activities have been documented in medieval bidgcab dictionaries. Women are
described in theMufjam as freely studying with both men and women. Afgetting
permission to instruct others, they clearly workedd to match their male counterparts
in the teaching career. By now, it is clear thah/A&haykhah Maryam's portrait does not
reveal the stereotyped preoccupation with seclusiagender segregation.

Based on thdladiths extracted from the various collections that -S$laykhah
Maryam was authorized to transmit and their shasterds, | can argue that thiglu jam
provides a unique testimony to the importance guatg higherisnzdsin transmission.
This supports the phenomenon of the transmissitmaty from the very old to the very
young, as Ash-Shaykhah Maryam's teachers awardegalzéhs in their final years of
teaching. Likewise, Ash-Shaykhah Maryam appeaiguiatly in biographies of students
during their advanced ages.

Further research is needed, especially on indiVitRkraale scholars, as one can
assert that there is a possibility for supporting argument thaladith literature has
been developed, preserved, propagated, and taydidtb men and women of scholarly
repute.

Other female scholars who excelled in other arééslamic studies, such as law

and commentaries on the Camr, are worthy of due attention. Women scholars from
specific regions and time periods can be the subjefature research. Further research is
needed to know more about Ash-Shaykhah Maryantsées for whom no details are
provided in biographical dictionaries.
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
