Our concept of marriage today is different from what it was a hundred years ago. The

rise of feminism revolution of the 1960s redefined gender roles in marriage. Women
entering the work force in significant numbers changed the economic realities of
marriage. The definition of marriage was re-examined when divorce became socially
acceptable. As women claimed decision-making rights in their marriages and men
took on some of the responsibilities of child-rearing, modern marriages has become
much more different.

Traditionally women were financially dependent on thé#r husbands, who were the
sole wage-earners in the family. All financial assets wére owned exclusively by the
male who doled out housekeeping money as-he sa fit. If lower-income families
needed the additional income from a working wafe, her salary was handed over to the
husband. Women married for financial secu¥ity and to have a provider for their
children. In modern marriages most wontén no longer marry for economic reasons;
they are better educated, pursue well<paying careers and are financially independent.

In traditional marriages the divjsibn of responsibilities was clearly designated by
gender. The husband worked@utside the home and was responsible for the family
financially while his wife was solely responsible for taking care of the home:
shopping, cooking, cleaning and raising the children. In modern marriages the
husband and wife share responsibilities. Some wives might even earn a larger income
than their spouses. Most modern husbands participate in the care of the children,
including changing diapers as well as possibly taking a paternity care leave from
work to stay home full time with the kids.

Traditional marriages locked the spouses into their predefined roles without any
opportunity to allow for individual choice. Married women were expected to fulfill
their role as homemaker and had to stifle any career ambitions or frustrations they
might have had. Modern marriages allow for individual preferences. The spouses are
considered equal partners and the women have their share of power and control in
decision-making for the family.

Windows Firewall is a basic personal firewall. It is free, included with Windows
operating systems. In Windows 8, Windows 7 and Vista, the Firewall defaults to
active, so you do not need to worry about configuring it yourself. If you wish, you
could replace Windows Firewall with another personal firewall of your choice,
including the type incorporated in some internet security packages, or standalone
firewall software which can be downloaded from the internet, some of which is free of

charge.
