Term delivery: To warrant RhIG administration, (1) mother must be Rh antigen-negative, (2) mother should not have been previously sensitized to Rh 
factor (and thus produce her own anti-Rh antibodies), and (3) infant must be Rh antigen-positive and direct antiglobulin negative. (4) If father can be 
determined to be Rh antigen-negative, RhIG need not be given. Other obstetric conditions: Administer RhIG to all nonsensitized Rh antigen-negative
